The following concern was expressed by Mr. Perkins, and Mayor Henningfeld:

Police Chief Moore is scheduling Assistant Police Chief Lobermeier to the same shift as worked by the Police Chief. This action is in direct conflict with the job description of the Assistant Chief, stating that the Assistant Chief will not be scheduled at the same time as the Police Chief. Mayor Henningfeld had mailed a directive, dated November 5, 1999 to Chief Moore, directing him to adhere to the scheduling format, as outlined in the job description of the Assistant Chief.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Perkins instructing Mayor Henningfeld to draft a disciplinary action letter to Police Chief Moore to implement the correct scheduling of work times for Assistant Chief Lobermeier within one week of the date of the directive. If Chief Moore does not agree with the directive, he should discuss his concerns with Mayor Henningfeld.
