Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on February 1, 2000.

Visitors present: Fred Krenzke, Police Chief Moore, Al Lobermeier, Tris Kempkes, Grace Kielsmeier, Marvel Cole, Carol Moore, Cindy Lobermeier, Virginia Myers, Gregg Bilz, John Hendricks, and Perry Lemon.

Mrs. Kielsmeier stated that the former middle school/high school needs to be rezoned so that Mr. Stolen, Deltox, Inc. can be considered for a WEDA loan to begin development of the property. Council members stated that rezoning procedures will not be initiated until Mr. Stolen purchases the property. Mr. Stolen, Deltox, Inc., needs to execute the option to purchase.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Michalec to accept the minutes of meetings held on January 4 and January 11, 2000, as presented Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain accepting the recommendation of the Phillips Planning Commission granting a conditional use permit to Gregg A. Bilz to operate a law office out of his residence located at 405 South Avon Avenue. Alderpersons voting aye:  Patti Wenzel, Bill McBain, Steve Michalec, and Joe Perkins, Alderpersor abstaining: Keith Corcilius. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Michalec granting Copps Food Center to relocate on the aisle containing liquor/fermented malt beverages the gate to include the end cap area. Alderpersons voting aye:  Mr. McBain, Mr. Corcilius, Mr. Michalec, and Mr. Perkins.  Alderperson voting nay: Mrs. Wenzel.  Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain adopting resolution number 1013. Carried.

RESOLUTION #1013

WHEREAS, THE Common Council of the City of Phillips hereby requests financial assistance under Section 159.23 of the Wisconsin State Statutes and Chapter NR 542 of the Wisconsin Administrative Code, for the purpose of planning, constructing, or operating a recycling program with one or more components specified in Section 159.11(2) (a) to (h) of the Wisconsin State Statutes.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Common Council of the City of Phillips hereby authorizes Lee V. Lamoreaux, an official of the responsible unit to act on its behalf to: Submit an application to the Department of Natural Resources for financial assistance under Section 159.23, of the Wisconsin State Statutes, and Chapter NR 542 of the Wisconsin Administrative Code; sign necessary documents; and submit a final report.

The following are comments related to work shift scheduling of the Assistant Police Chief:

Mayor Henningfeld handed out a copy of the job posting stating that the Assistant Chief would not be work scheduled on the same shift as the Police Chief.
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Mrs. Wenzel read the job description of the Assistant Police Chief stating that the Assistant Chief is work scheduled by the Police Chief.

Mr. McBain stated that the Police Chief should have the authority to work schedule his staff.

City Attorney Willett stated that the Common Council has the right to recommend or direct the Mayor to overturn his directive regarding work scheduling of the Assistant Chief.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to accept the re​commendation of the Police Committee granting authority to the Police Chief to work schedule the Assistant Police Chief as Police Chief deems necessary. Alderpersons voting aye: Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Corcilius, and Mr. McBain. Alderpersons voting nay: Mr. Perkins and Mr. Michalec. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Michalec, seconded by Mr. McBain to pay the City’s share of insurance premium covering the Phillips Youth Baseball organization, at the recommendation of the Finance/Insurance Committee. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Perkins granting authority to the Licensing Committee to grant a Class A Retail Combination license to Riiser Oil Company, Inc., with approval of the City Attorney and the Chief of Police. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. McBain, Mr. Michalec, and Mr. Perkins. Alderpersons voting nay: Mr. Corcilius and Mrs. Wenzel. Carried.

City Attorney Willett referred the insurance claim of Francess Simpson to the Board of Public Works for investigation.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to pay the following invoices, as reviewed by the Common Council. Carried.

General Government invoices in the total amount of $14,501.96. Recycling Fund invoice in the total amount of $1,863.85. Library Gifts/Memorials n the total amount of $309.95. Water-Sewer Utility invoices in the otal amount of $7,369.58.

The process for paying city invoices will be discussed at the March 7 Council meeting.
