BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS PROCEEDINGS
Of the Board of Public Works of the City of Phillips at a special meeting held in the council room on Feb 24, 2000.

Joe Perkins called the meeting to order at 4:00 PM.

Committee members present:  Joe Perkins, Bill McBain, Lee Belan, Terry Staroba and Barb Revak.

Review Minutes of Meeting held Jan 26, 2000

Bill McBain made a motion to accept the minutes of the Jan 26, 2000 meeting.  Seconded by Joe Perkins.  CARRIED

Young Scientists Building

David Hanke requested the School District of Phillips be given permission to use the Young Scientist Building, which is part of the old high/middle School.  He said the State budgeted $5 million for alternative education.  The Phillips and Prentice School Districts are sending a grant application for money to use towards an off site program for alternative education and they were hoping to use the Young Scientists Building.  Mr. Hanke was told the Young Scientist Club was disbanding.  The School plans on targeting the middle school age kids, freshmen and sophomores.  More and more kids are being sent to NTC and they want their own program where they could incorporate work experience.  This building would suit their purpose.  Joe explained to Mr. Hanke that this building is included in the option to purchase signed by Al Stolen.  The option to purchase states that the title to the Young Scientists Building will go to Deltox/Al Stolen, in the event the Young Scientists disband.  Mr. Hanke stated that in July, if the option should fall through, the School would still be interested in the building.

Hockey Rink – Price Ice

Terry Staroba explained his feelings about the Price Ice Hockey Rink and the City owned skating rink.  He states that the hockey rink is not open to the public because there are always hockey kids on it.  He also explained his feelings on the subject regarding the offer in which they would resurface the city skating rink with their zamboni in exchange for the city clearing the snow off their rink.  Terry feels if the city crew goes in to clear the snow off the hockey rink and the structure around the rink gets damaged, the city would be held responsible.  He does not want the city to enter into this arrangement.

Bill McBain made a motion to deny the request of the Price Ice Hockey Club regarding snow removal off their rink in exchange for resurfacing the city skating rink with their zamboni.  Seconded by Lee Belan  CARRIED

Price Ice Hockey Club requests permission to drive the zamboni down Germania Avenue, which is a one-way street, the wrong way for a short distance.  Place this on the agenda for the Police committee meeting.

Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. Contract

Per Lee Lamoreaux, City Attorney Steve Willett reviewed the amendment # 2 agreement between the City of Phillips and Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. for the wastewater treatment plant and said it looked ok to sign.

Bill McBain made a motion to recommend to the Common Council to sign amendment #2 contract with Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. regarding the wastewater treatment plant project.  Seconded by Joe Perkins.  CARRIED
Leaning Wall-Tony’s Implement

Per Joe Perkins this has been taken care of.

Change Order-Pumphouse

John Iverson stated that the price for the two heaters needed in the chlorination buildings will be $707.32 not $900 as previously mentioned.

The buildings are enclosed, however, the membrane has not been put on the roof yet.

Joe Perkins made a motion to authorize the change order for $707.32 for the additional two heaters needed in the chlorination buildings.  Seconded by Bill McBain.  CARRIED

John Iverson also stated that as far as the CDBG project goes Marguerite Donnelly has not turned in the quarterly reports and they have not been able to reach her.  He will turn this project over to a new person they are hiring.

Put the issue of Marguerite Donnelly on the agenda for the Council meeting on March 7, 2000.

He also has a final pay request for A-1 Construction for $67,172.83. 

Put this on the agenda for BPW meeting March 27th, 2000 – Action Item.

Krysinski & Associates, S.C. – Sewer Rate Increase

There was some discussion on the sewer rate increase and the two different options to go with.  One would be to increase everyone equally; the other would be to increase according to the size of the meter.

Bill McBain made a motion to recommend to the Common Council to increase the sewer rate based on the meter size.  Seconded by Lee Belan.  CARRIED

This decision was made at this time so that everything will be in place for Taryn Nall to go ahead with the grant and loan procedures.

Job Vacancy

Terry explained the format he would like to use for hiring a replacement for Jim Dalbesio, Assistant Director of Public Works.  The job posting will run in the Bee for two weeks and the resumes must be in by March 16th, 2000.  Terry will go through the resumes and narrow it down to about 6.  These 6 will be called in for interviews in front of the committee and will be scored on their answers.  They will then decide who gets the job.  This position will be open for inside and outside applicants.  If someone is hired within, then a common labor position will be posted and the process will start all over again.

Put on agenda for the Common Council meeting Salary for Assistant Director of Public Works.

Bill McBain made a motion to authorize the Dept of Public Works to advertise for the Assistant Director of Public Works position.  Seconded by Lee Belan.  CARRIED

Clothing Allowance-Jim Dalbesio

Bill McBain made a motion to agree to pay the balance of the clothing allowance for Jim Dalbesio, which was previously prorated.  Seconded by Lee Belan.  CARRIED

Elk Lake Park Project

According to Jenny LaChance the project needs to be finished by June 30th, 2000.  There are three things that need to be done yet.  The black top on the walking trail, the benches, and landscaping.  Terry said the black top should be done by the end of May.  Jenny wanted to know if she could have permission to pick out the benches and order them.  Also some trees need to be planted.  When that is done the park project will be finished.

Joe Perkins made a motion giving Jenny LaChance permission to purchase the recycled benches and finish the project.  Seconded by Bill McBain.  CARRIED

Put on agenda for BPW meeting March 27th, North Side park playground equipment.
