Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Corcilius approving meeting minutes as presented for meetings held in March, 2000. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Michalec, seconded by Mr. McBain granting permission to the Price County Aging Unit to utilize the hall area on April 7, 2000 for a volunteer recognition banquet with a security deposit of $75.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain granting permission to Mike Henningfeld to rent the hail area for a wedding reception and dance on September 9, 2000 for a fee of $250.00. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain granting permission to Susan Denzine to rent the hall area for a wedding reception and dance on June 2, 2001 for a fee of $250.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Corcilius granting permissio to the D.N.R. to utilize the hall area for Deer 2000 on June 21, 2000 with a security deposit of $75.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. Michalec to take no action on the Uniform Dwelling Code inspection requirements, in which case, the Wisconsin Department of Commerce will enforce the UDC throughout the City of Phillips. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain authorizing Mayor Henningfeld to sign the agreement with STS Consultants, Ltd., dated March 29, 2000, pertaining to subsurface exploration on the site of the Phillips Wastewater Treatment Plant. Carried.

Mrs. Wenzel stated that the Phillips Planning Commission did not have all the information needed for an informed decision on the request of Alvin Stolen, Deltox, Inc, regarding rezoning of the property formerly occupied by the middle school/high school building complex.

Motion by Mr. Michalec, seconded by Mr. McBain approving the recommendation of the Phillips Planning Commission to rezone property containing the former middle/high school building complex from R-l, Residential to R-2, Multi-Family, contingent on purchase of the property by Deitox, Inc., Alvin Stolen. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. McBain, Mr. Corcilius, Mr. Michalec, and Mr. Perkins, with reservations. Alderperson voting nay: Mrs. Wenzel. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzei, seconded by Mr. Perkins, upon the recommen​dation of the Personnel-Budget Committee, to raise the cap of sick leave accrual for city employees by 96 hours (12 8 hour days) to a total of 861 hours. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Michalec, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to pay the follow​ing invoices as reviewed by the Common Council. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain adopting resolution number 1014. Carried.

RESOLUTION #1014

RESOLVED, the Common Council of the City of Phillips has been asked by the Phillips Industrial Development Corporation to amend the Warranty Deed related to the sale of property in Industrial Park #1 from the City of Phillips to SAT Properties, LLC., as reads, ‘a heated building of not less than 10,000 square feet’, is amended to read, ‘a heated building of not less than 6,000 square feet’.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Common Council approves the change in square footage as requested by the Phillips Industrial Development Corporation.

Council members requested the following action of the Phillips Public Library Board be included in these meeting minutes: A motion to reaffirm Phillips Public Library’s past position of protecting possible future expansion needs and taxpayer interests. The Library has never opposed nor endorsed development of the Old Middle School property.

Council members expressed concern regarding notification of use of city parks and other city owned properties by various organizations and private individuals.
