BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS PROCEEDINGS
Of the Board of Public Works of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on July 25, 2000.

Joe Perkins called the meeting to order at 3:02 PM.

Committee members present:  Mayor Corcilius, Joe Perkins, Bill McBain, Leon Namtzu, Terry Staroba and Barb Revak.

Visitors present:  John Iverson, John Martwick, City Attorney Bilz, Janet Krucky, Jenny LaChance and Duane Smith.

Minutes from Previous Meetings

Bill McBain made a motion to accept the minutes from the meeting on June 23, 2000.  Seconded by Joe Perkins.  CARRIED

Update on Well houses Construction and SCADA System

John Iverson-Things are getting tied up.  Chlorine apparatus is hooked up and ready to go.  We were supposed to get 4 meters and we only received 3, this needs to be checked out.  John Martwick wants to add a couple more outlets.  This would be an extra expense.  The electric portion is pretty much done, the computer is there but the meter input needs to be corrected.

Paul Precour attended 3:10PM

John Martwick-Today they started to get moving again.  A lot of progress was made. 

John Iverson had pay requests from Springlake and Strand Electric.  John Iverson recommended approving the bills for payment contingent on start up and approval from him, Terry Staroba and John Martwick.

Bill McBain made a motion to approve pay request #4 from Springlake, in the amount of $16,974.25 contingent on John Martwick, Terry Staroba and John Iverson’s final approval.  Seconded by Leon Namtzu

John Iverson also stated that due to the length of time it took to do this project he wasn’t in a real generous mood to suggest a payment right away.

Per John Iverson Strand Electric is about 96% complete.  After paying their request #5 in the amount of $25,814 the City will still owe them approximately $19,000 which should be enough leverage to get the job completed to100% satisfaction.

Bill McBain made a motion to approve pay request #5 from Strand Electric in the amount of $25,814.  Seconded by Leo Namtzu.  CARRIED

John Iverson had a change order from Springlake in the net amount of $3,176.  He stated that this included everything except the roof.  It includes the additional eyewashes, louvers, heaters and moving the chlorine booster pump.  This dollar amount is included in the final pay request.

Bill McBain made a motion to accept the change order from Springlake in the amount of $3,176.  Seconded by Joe Perkins.  CARRIED

Status of “NO SKATEBOARDING” Signs 

Terry Staroba stated the signs are all up.

Elk Lake Park Development

Jenny LaChance thanked Terry Staroba for helping with the park benches and trees down at Elk Lake Park.

Jenny mentioned, the letter of extension for the grant, states the City of Phillips needs to put in handicap accessibilities.  She also states there is a space provided for a swing set.  The JC’s have donated some money so now the city has about $1500 to use for the purchase of a swing set.  Jenny is looking for approval from the Board of Public Works to meet with whoever is interested and order the swing set and have it installed.

Bill McBain made a motion to authorize Jenny LaChance to purchase the swing set for the addition to Elk Lake Park, not to exceed $2,000.  Seconded by Leo Namtzu.  CARRIED

Duane Smith, representing the Chamber stated that the Main Street Association has physically turned over $21,000 to them asking if they would take over the projects they had.  $5,000 of the money has been set aside to continue with the flowerpots downtown.  The remaining $16,000 is to be used for Elk Lake Park projects.  They would like to use this money towards building a pavilion at the park.  The Chamber would solicit donations for the rest of the money.  Duane was wondering if the Chamber took on this larger project would the city be willing to do some of the smaller ones?  First it needs to be decided what the cost of putting in water and sewer to the pavilion would be to see if the project would be feasible.  Jenny LaChance suggested the Recreation Committee have a meeting to discuss the parks and what needs to be done and gather up some costs so things can get moving.

Recreation Committee Meeting scheduled for Aug 17, 2000 @ 2:00PM

The local organizations that may have an interest in the parks are to be contacted about the meeting such as Price Youth, Hockey, High School, Skateboard, etc.

Dick Heitkemper stated he belonged to the Empty Stringer Lodge.  They had a member who died of cancer and left some funds for planting memorial trees in the Elk Lake Park area.  Dick wanted to know it there is a plan to allow people to purchase memorial trees with plaques to be planted at the park?  The Lodge would like to keep the trees in Phillips.  Terry mentioned that a tree would cost about $100.

“NO LEFT TURN’ sign by Veterans Memorial Park and Field 

People are making right turns and going down the one-way street the wrong way when leaving the Veterans Memorial Park and Field.  The parking lot they are leaving belongs to the school.  Terry has talked to Abney about putting up a sign and was told the school would put up the sign.  Joe Perkins was wondering if the city should put up a ‘do not enter’ sign on the east side of the street.  Joe Perkins will talk to Abney about the situation.

Contaminated Soil Targeted Sites in City

Leo Namtzu met with Steve and they went to look at some of the sites.  They went to the Old City Hall and found the old tank, and then they went down by the R.R. tracks to check that out.  Leo stated that Steve will come to the Council meeting on Aug 1st to discuss the situation.  He will have the grant applications filled out.  This Brownfield grant will take care of the problem with the purchase of the R.R property.  Should be done in 2 phases.

Joe Perkins recommended the bids be turned over to Terry Staroba to make sure the bids met the specifications.  Seconded by Bill McBain.  CARRIED

Burn Barrels, Furnaces, etc.

Janet Krucky spoke about her concern on the burn barrel issue.  She claims that people are burning plastic car parts and things, it smells like they are burning garbage and not just clean paper and cardboard.  It is very offensive when sitting outside drinking a cup of coffee and reading the paper to have to smell the burn barrels.  She also stated it makes it hard to hang clothes out or have your windows open in the summer.  Janet feels that because the city offers recycling pick up of plastic and paper at no charge, people have no reason to be burning.  Paul Precour agrees with Janet but feels if the city bans burn barrels they would need to have a plan for the barrels to be disposed of.  It was mentioned that quite a few cities will not allow burning.  Joe Perkins mentioned that a state ordinance prohibits burning in a city that is larger than 2500 population however anything smaller than that the Common Council has the right to decide.  Outside furnaces also put out an odor and the city has had some complaints on those.  Bill McBain wants to see this discussed at the Common Council meeting.

Put this on the agenda for the council meeting on Aug 1st, 2000.

Mickey asked about Leo Namtzu burn pit.  Leo told him he got permission from Fire Chief Johnson.

Local Streets Construction Grant

There is a new program called municipal street improvement discretionary.  If a municipality rebuilds a street and its cost is $250,000 or more you may be chosen for a 50% grant reimbursement.  Terry would like to do Victoria Street.  The city has to have a comprehensive plan and the project has to be done by August of 2001.

Dorothy Hanish attended @ 4:17PM

The application has to be in to the county by Aug 10th.  The county then picks who will be sent to the state.  The state then decides if the grant will be awarded and send out notifications in October.  Ayres will figure out the details and the costs for the reconstruction of Victoria Street.  Mayor Corcilius wanted to know why Terry chose Victoria Street and not Argyle Ave.  Terry explained there are two bad water problems on that street, and it hasn’t been redone in a long time.  Argyle was just redone in 1982.  He also mentioned the fact that it would cost more to redo Argyle and the city would have to expend more money.  Victoria Street also has the park traffic, Hwy dept. and Timber Inn.  

John Pelton (the bee) attended @ 4:25PM

Leo Namtzu stated this is only the 1st phase of this grant.  It will be out there for the next two years.

Joe Perkins asked if they should continue with Victoria Street construction as part of this grant.

Leo Namtzu seemed to agree he also felt that it would be good for Ayres to figure the engineering costs, etc.  The preliminary figures need to be in to the county by Aug 10th, 2000.

Bill McBain made a motion to turn the Victoria St. project and grant over to Terry Staroba and John Iverson.  Seconded by Joe Perkins.  CARRIED

Airport Road Street Abandonment

American Asphalt has not fixed the low-lying areas.  This will be taken care of per Terry Staroba. 

Gregg Bilz stated there are two ways of abandoning a street.  Either a petition would need to be done with all the people who butt up to the street or the city could make a resolution.  Then in 40 days the city would have to have a public hearing.

Bill McBain liked the resolution process.

Bill McBain made a motion to recommend to City Attorney Bilz to form a petition for the abandonment of the portion of Airport Rd, which was changed.  Seconded by Leo Namtzu

It was further discussed that Phillips Plastics should be the ones to form the petition.  Otherwise the city would be petitioning themselves.

Bill McBain withdrew his motion.  Agreed to by Leo Namtzu.

Bill McBain made a motion instructing City Attorney Bilz to contact Jim Solinsky at Phillips Plastics on the process they should take for the petition to abandon the old part of Airport Rd.  Seconded by Joe Perkins.  CARRIED

Update on Former School Property

Leo Namtzu received a call during the meeting.  He told City Attorney Bilz that Mr. Stolen would be contacting him in the morning.  City Attorney Bilz stated that he had talked to Mid Wisconsin Bank and Mr. Stolen did not have his financing secured.  City Attorney Bilz also stated that Mr. Stolen only had to send a letter by the end of July stating that he was going to exercise his option to purchase.

There are some gray areas that will have to be worked out at a later date.

Review and Pay Recommendation of Invoices Presented

Bill McBain made a motion to recommend to council payment of bills as presented.  Seconded by Leo Namtzu.  CARRIED

The next BPW meeting is scheduled for Aug 29, 2000 at 3:00 PM
