Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting and public hearing held in the council room on August 1, 2000.

Mayor Corcilius called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM. Council members present as listed below. Mrs. Hanish, absent.

Chris Kaempfer, Kaempfer & Associates, Inc., briefed council members on the following items related to the Phillips Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements Project:

Part of the plant building complex is grounded on fill soil. The stabilizing of the foundation should correct the building shifting problem. Machinery related to sludge hauling/disposal will be automated. Many of the planned improvements will be plant operator friendly. The completed Project should result in a twenty year plant accommodation to user demands.

Mrs. Hanish attended the

meeting at 6:45 PM.

D.P.W. Staroba informed council members that the section of Cherry Street, between Argyle Avenue and Eyder Avenue, will not accommodate angle parking. Plans are proceeding for parallel parking.

Mayor Corcilius opened the public hearing at 7:03 PM to receive comments on the proposed adoption of Wisconsin State Statute 346.922 into the Phillips Municipal Code and the proposed ordinance of annexa​tion of property owned by Ken and Frances Raske.

Clerk/Treasurer Lamoreaux read the proposed statute adoption and proposed ordinance of annexation.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish to close the public hearing. Carried.

Public hearing closed at 7:09 PM.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to adopt the Ordinance of Annexation, as petitioned for by Kenneth and Frances Raske Carried, (published as a separate entry)

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to adopt Wisconsin State Statute 346.922 into the Phillips Municipal Code. Carried. (published as a separate entry)

Assistant Fire Chief Pisca

attended the meeting at 7:10 PM.

Sheriff Heitkemper briefed council members on the following point related to the Price County Sheriff’s Department System:

The ambulance service in any given area of Price County is dispatched to the scene of a structure fire. Liability concerns necessitate this action. The dispatch system is headquartered and operated by the department for the entire county.
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Assistant Fire Chief Pisca:  The Phillips Volunteer Fire Department personnel feel that they are called upon to do work for the sheriff’s department, either at a structure fire or vehicle accident scene. Department personnel are also concerned about the amount of time that they can devote to department work, based on the fact that many of them depend on their respective employers to release them from work duties to attend to a fire department call.

Mayor Corcilius instructed the Phillips Volunteer Fire Department to work with the Price County Sheriff’s Department Dispatch System for one year, and work out the details for a permanent system uniform with the other emergency units in Price County.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins awarding the bid for a 2001 Ford F-150, 4 x 4 Pickup Truck to V & H, Inc, Marshfield, Wisconsin, with a net bid of $20,740.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel authorizing Mayor Corcilius permission to sign the Municipal Street Improvement Discretionary Program Grant Application for the proposed Victoria Street Recon​struction Project. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain to table the request of Phillips Plastics Corporation for street abandonment/dedication, pending further background research by City Attorney Bilz. Carried.

City Attorney Bilz informed council members that he will draft a Offer Of Purchase, with a time limit stipulation, related to the proposed development of the former middle/high school property.

Mrs. Wenzel recommended that the issue of open air burning recep​tacles in the City of Phillips be referred to the Board of Public Works for further study.

Council members granted permission to Steve Schenden, Northern Environmental Technologies, Inc., to file an application, for the City Phillips, for Brownfields Grant consideration.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins approving construction change order #2, Springlake, with a net increase in base contract price of $3,176.00. Updated base contract amount is $116,576.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel approving pay request #4, Springlake, in the amount of $16,974.25. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel approving pay request #4, Strand Electrical Services, Inc., in the amount of $16,379.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins approving pay request #5, Strand Electrical Service, Inc., in the amount of $25,814.00. Carried.
