BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS PROCEEDINGS
Of the Board of Public Works of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on August 29, 2000.

Joe Perkins called the meeting to order at 3:02 PM.

Committee members present:  Mayor Corcilius, Joe Perkins, Bill McBain, Leon Namtzu, Terry Staroba and Barb Revak.

Visitors present:  John Martwick, Grace Kielsmeier, John Iverson, Marvel Cole, Mickey Peterson, Mike Henningfeld, Steve Willett, Janet Krucky, Dave Deda, David Hanke, Charles & Evelyn Schwartz, Emily Palka, Neal Baudhuin. 

Public Comment

Emily Palka wanted to know when the Lidice Monument would be taken care of.  It doesn’t appear to be able to take another winter.  Joe Perkins stated that the city has not been able to get in contact with Tony Rajar.  Tony is the person who will be restoring the monument.  Joe Perkins referred to Mike Henningfeld and Evelyn Schwartz.  Evelyn mentioned that Tony was in town for only a week in August and will be back next summer for two weeks.  The monument will be covered again this winter to prevent further damage.

Review Minutes of Meetings Held On July 25 and August 8, 2000

Bill McBain made a motion to accept the minutes as presented.  Seconded by Leo Namtzu.  CARRIED

Seasons Acres Development

Steve Willett and Mike Henningfeld, representing Marquip, Inc., stated that Marquip, Inc. would like to start developing their holdings in Seasons Acres.  They are requesting a commitment from the city of $160,000/yr in TIF money.  Mike Henningfeld presented the BPW with a funding justification sheet.  He explained that they would put in the paved streets with curb & gutter, water/sewer mains, decorative lighting, etc.  This project will cost Marquip, Inc. approximately one million dollars and will have 53 developed lots when completed.  They are projecting the sale of 5 lots per year.

Mayor Corcilius talked to the potential buyer of Marquip, Inc. and was told that they are more interested in the Marquip, Inc. business.  Keith wanted to know who directed Mike and Steve to proceed with this development?  Mike and Steve stated that their direction came from Carl Marschke and the potential buyer.  They are looking for help for the first 5 years.  The construction might be finished in the year 2001 or they might do it in 2 phases.  According to Mike all funds have to be paid out by Sept. 12, 2005.  They would not be eligible for TID funding after that date.

Flambeau Nordic Ski Club Land Lease

Mike Henningfeld stated there is a small parking lot behind Marquip, Inc. that was built back in 1995.  This parking lot is partially on city property.  The ski club would like to put up a building to store their equipment.  He wanted to know if the ski club could lease this land from the city.  Todd Zumach has talked to Mr. Brown at the school and if the ski club buys the materials he would have his class construct the building as a project.  They need to know soon so Mr. Brown can get his students started.

Bill McBain made a motion to recommend to the Common Council to enter into a lease agreement with the Flambeau Nordic Ski Club in regards to the property behind Marquip, Inc.  Seconded by Leo Namtzu.  CARRIED

Street Light Installation 

The school is requesting a streetlight to be installed at the corner of Germania Ave. and Turner St.  Northern States Power estimated it will cost $854.11 to install and should be placed on the south side of Germania near the fence.  The cost per month would be approximately $8 to $9.  This was not budgeted for.

Bill McBain made a motion to recommend to the Common Council the expenditure of $845.11 to install a streetlight at the corner of Germania Ave. and Turner St. for safety purposes.  Seconded by Joe Perkins.  CARRIED

Burn Barrels

Neal Baudhuin, Air Management Program Supervisor for the northern region, had some information for the BPW committee members.  Most of the complaints he receives have to do with burn barrels.  He mentioned not only the odors that come from burn barrels, but also the toxins that go into the air are bad.  With all the recycling there isn’t much left that is actually ok to burn.  Burn Barrels are very difficult to regulate, even with burning permits.

There was discussion on some of the wording in the burning permit.  Mayor Corcilius questioned the line containing material to be burned.  Number 8-C, was questioned about the permit not going all year long and being able to burn when there is snow on the ground without a permit.  In number #3 they questioned the burning of brush, grass and other vegetation.

Bill McBain feels that City Attorney Bilz should be here to answer these questions.  Bill would like to table this until further notice.

Leo Namtzu made a motion to table the burn barrel issue.  Seconded by Bill McBain. CARRIED

Update Briefing on Projects 

WWTP Project

John Martwick met with the engineers and reported that everything will be finalized and sent to the DNR within the next two weeks.

Water Well Construction

John Martwick talked to Dave who talked to US Filter and we should have the new meter within the next couple of days. Received on 8/29/00.

John Iverson has a pay request from Strand Electric in the amount of $15,720.  He states the project is substantially completed and recommends payment of request #6.  They have had a start up.

Continue to hold the Springlake invoice.

Bill McBain made a motion to recommend to the Common Council payment of request #6 in the amount of $15,720.  Seconded by Leo Namtzu.  CARRIED

WWTP Operations /Personnel Utilization

Gregg Potter is a grade one and needs to be a grade 2 operator.  Joe Perkins asked John how the training was going.  John Martwick stated he was helping.  Joe wanted to know if he is working in the plant.  John explained that Gregg came from a different operation than ours.  Joe Perkins and Bill McBain wanted to make sure that John is using Gregg to the fullest.  John Martwick said he is working with him.  Bill McBain and Joe Perkins stated they just wanted to make sure he is being trained to help inside.

Terry Staroba told the committee that the Price County Highway Department drew Phillips first.  The City of Phillips Victoria Project will be sent down to the state for grant consideration.

Some of the lights in the compound area behind the Municipal Building are bad.  Not sure what the problem is.  Could just be the bulbs or could be the ballast.

Joe Perkins said to go ahead and get them fixed.

Preliminary Discussion Budget 2001 

Budget worksheets were distributed to the BPW Committee.  They had the projected yearend figures but no 2001 budget figures.  The committee seemed pleased with the format of the budget worksheet.  Terry mentioned he is going to put out bids for the new garage roof that was in the 2000 budget.  He also talked about the reclaimed material out by Takco Manufacturing.  In the past he has had Granberg crush it, however, Mr. Granberg has passed away and the quote he received from the children who took over the business was very high.  He checked with Peterson who is in the area and they would do it for $2.50/yd.  This is not in the 2000 Budget.  The Peterson Company told Terry that it could be paid half this year and half next year.  By having them do it now it would save the City approximately $10,000 because there wouldn’t be a travel fee.  Terry is going to get an estimate.  The BPW committee agreed with Terry.
