BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS PROCEEDINGS
Of the Board of Public Works of the City of Phillips at a special meeting held in the council room on September 12, 2000.

Abandonment of Airport Rd Section

Attorney Bilz cannot find an easement for the City to use the Section of land known as South Airport Rd.  The County needs to grant an easement to the City of Phillips for the use of this section of land.  Once the County signs the easement the City of Phillips can then dedicate the new portion of the road.  As for the old section of road Attorney Bilz is drafting an abandonment paper.  Attorney Bilz presented the BPW with a resolution he drew up for their approval on the vacation and discontinuance of a section of South Airport Rd.

Bill McBain made a motion to proceed with the abandonment resolution #1019 on South Airport Road.  Seconded by Leo Namtzu.

Joe Perkins signed Resolution #1019 which states:

WHEREAS, the Board of Public Works of the City of Phillips, Wisconsin, has reviewed a portion of South Airport Road located in the City of Phillips, Price County, Wisconsin and more particularly described as follows:

All that part of South Airport Road lying South of the North line of Lot 1 of Certified Survey Map Number 853, recorded in Volume 4 of Certified Survey Maps on Pages 273 and 274.


WHEREAS, the Board of Public Works of the City of Phillips declares that the public interest requires that the above described portion of South Airport Road be vacated and discontinued;


NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board of Public Works of the City of Phillips, Wisconsin duly assembled this 12th day of September, 2000 that proceedings be commenced under Section 66.296(2) of the Wisconsin Statutes to vacate and discontinue the above described streets located in the City of Phillips and the Board of Public Works does hereby declare that such vacation and discontinuance is required by public interest and that the appropriate proceedings be and are hereby initiated, pursuant to said statutory section for such vacation and discontinuance of said street.

This resolution also needs to be signed by City Clerk/Treasurer Lee V. Lamoreaux and returned to Attorney Bilz.  The Deputy Clerk/Treasurer will have this done.

The date for the public hearing was set for Oct 24, 2000 @ 7:00 PM.

2001 Budget

Put in $25,000 this year for the Hwy 13 & Cty F Stoplight Project.

Write up an agreement with Schilling Electric for the repairing of streetlights for time and materials.

Have Lee V. Lamoreaux contact the person in charge of holding the final draw down for the Elk Lake Park Grant.  Terry has placed the wheelchair accessible material in place.  The Project is now complete.

Terry will have a figure from Johnson Gravel & Crushing out of Winter, WI for crushing the reclaimed street materials sometime next week.

Need to find out how much it will cost to have NSP go thru and replace all the bulbs in the streetlights.  Also need to find out how many we have and what the bulbs will cost.

Bill McBain had some questions on some of the line items and seemed satisfied with the explanation.

On the Victoria St. Project we need to budget the whole amount.  If we get the grant the revenue portion will offset the expense.  Change the budget amount for $190,000 to $390,000.

Recreation Capital Outlay line item will be discussed at the Recreation/Parks Committee meeting to be held on Sept 21, 2000.  After that meeting we should have an idea as to how much to put in the budget for projects.

The next BPW meeting is scheduled for Sept 26, 2000 at 3:00 PM
