RECREATiON/PARKS PROCEEDINGS

Of the Recreation/Parks Committee of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on Sept 21, 2000.

Bill McBain called the meeting to order at 2:01 PM.

Committee members present: Joe Perkins, Bill McBain, and Barb Revak. Committee members absent: Leon Namtzu, Mayor Keith Corcilius

Visitors present: Duane Smith, Dawn Olson, Dennis Lemke, Frank Dusek and Mike Begley.

City Parks DevelopmentlMaintenance

Bill McBain stated the primary reason for this meeting was to discuss 2001 budgeting proposals for the parks.

Duane Smith started out by passing out a request for funds list. He noted there was $6,000 in the City of Phillips year 2000 budget for main street projects. There are four items the Phillips Chamber intended to use this money for. They are as follows:

Duane also explained how the Chamber has received the $21,000.00 that the Phillips Main Street Association had when they disbanded. The Main Street Association requested the Phillips Chamber to use $5,000 of the money for banners, flowers, etc. in the downtown area. The rest of the money is to be used for Elk Lake Park improvements. Duane stated the Chamber was planning on using the remaining $17,000 towards a pavilion in Elk Lake Park. He presented the committee with pictures and information on two different pavilions that have been built in Medford.

Dawn Olson, representing the Phillips Area Center Ice, stated they were planning on moving the hockey rink and were also thinking about erecting a pavilion. They weren’t looking for any funding but wanted to let the city know what their plans were and if a different organization had similar plans maybe they could all get together and share some of the costs. It would cost a lot of money to get water and sewer hooked up to

the area they are thinking about moving the ice hockey rink over to. They don’t have anything set in stone as to where to move the hockey facilities, only goals of what they eventually want to have. They are still open to options and wanted to see if the city or any other group had suggestions. Dawn stated they hadn’t considered Elk Lake Park, but if they built it there they could help with the funding of the pavilion. However she didn’t know if the city would want a hockey rink at Elk Lake Park. Bill McBain asked what kind of money they had to build a pavilion.  Dennis Lemke explained that they used all of their funds at this point doing other improvements. They also bought a Zamboni for the hockey rink and that took quite a bit of the money they had.  The club raises money for their projects by having fundraisers and the kids that play hockey pay dues.  Dennis stated that they could move the hockey rink just about anywhere and they were wondering if they could work together with the chamber or other groups to achieve their goals. He stated that they aren’t looking for money from the city but won’t turn it down if it is offered.

Joe Perkins said the main thing is going to be to coordinate everything that everyone wants.

Bill McBain told Dawn to put down in writing what they want from the city.

Dennis Lemke handed out a schedule with their goals listed.  Dennis also mentioned the hockey club North Lakeland, up by Manitowish, is putting down blacktop with a white coating on it that can be flooded and used as a hockey rink in the winter and a roller blade area in the summer.  The sides of the hockey rink can be removed if needed. He stated once again that his group would be willing to work together with other groups to share the costs of constructing one pavilion instead of two different ones in two different areas.

Frank Dusek is concerned that the snowmobile trail will be encroached upon and they will end up losing it.  He agrees that these ideas for Elk Lake Park are great but doesn’t want people to forget about the snowmobile trail that runs through it.  They already have the lights and then the volleyball area to be concerned with.

Frank left at 2:45 PM

Set the next meeting date on Oct 11th.

Dennis Lemke said he would come back to the city after they have discussed different ideas and talk to other groups to see if they would be interested in working together to accomplish some of these tasks.

Dawn Olson also wanted to discuss the Youth Baseball group.  She said they pay rent to use the field and could the rent money they pay be used to hire summer help to maintain the field. The city crew mows the lawn but other things need to be done. Bill McBain asked Dawn to put this down in writing and submit it to the Common Council.

Dennis Lemke also wanted to know who is in charge of the Old High/Middle School building. The Phillips Area Center Ice group has been storing their Zamboni in the garage part of the Young Scientists building and if they disband what will happen to the

building. Joe Perkins said he believed the date was Oct. 19 when the city will find out if the building goes to Mr. Stolen or not.

Dawn Olson, Dennis Lemke and Mike Begley left at 2:40 PM

Duane Smith noticed that Medford keeps the pavilions locked up.  He talked to some people over there and was told they do have some problems with vandalism. Joe stated that access to Elk Lake Park at Wyoming Street did not look good. Lots of traffic and the RR probably wouldn’t let us. Duane stated that the train would have to blow its horn one more time as it goes through town and the people might not like that.

Bill McBain told Duane he needs to talk about this with more chamber people and come back to the Recreation Committee with more specifics. Duane stated that they would probably have the Lions Club put the building up and they would probably be able to raise the balance of the money through donations.

Duane Smith asked if the Phillips Chamber of Commerce could get the $6,000 that was budgeted in the year 2000 and if not could they get it next year?

Bill McBain asked to have this put on the agenda for the Common Council meeting on Oct 3, 2000.

Joe Perkins mentioned that nobody showed up with requests for the North Park Improvements.

The next Recreation/Parks meeting will be set at a future date.
