RESOLUTION #1019

WHEREAS, the City of Phillips, Price County, Wisconsin has heretofore by resolution commenced, pursuant to 66.296(2) of the Wisconsin Statutes, a procedure to vacate and discontinue the street more particularly described as follows:

All that part of South Airport Road lying South of the North line of Lot One (l) of Certified Survey Map Number 853, recorded in Volume 4 of Certified Survey Maps on Pages 273 and 274.

WHEREAS, a hearing on the proposed vacating and discontinuance of said street, having been held, in accordance with 66.296(2)(b) and there being no written objections to the proposed discontinuance filed with the City Clerk by any of the owners abutting the street, to be discontinued; the street not continuing to any other lands other than described above; and the requirements of said 66.296, concerned herewith, having been met;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Common Council of the City of Phillips, Price County, Wisconsin duly assembled this 24th day of October 2000 that the public interest requires that the street, above described, be and is hereby vacated and discontinued; any easements for existing utilities are not terminated by this resolution and shall continue in effect; that a certified copy of this resolution shall be recorded in the Price County Register of Deeds office, Phillips, Wisconsin.

Mrs. Toni Birmingham read a statement on historical preservation of properties.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain authorizing Mayor Corcilius to sign a contract with Bluestem Forestry Consulting, Inc., related to trees inventory, maintenance, and management. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to reconvene into open session. Authority: Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(2). Carried. Meeting reconvened at 8:55 PM.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to adjourn. Carried.
