BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS PROCEEDINGS
Of the Board of Public Works of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on October 31, 2000.

Joe Perkins called the meeting to order at 3:02 PM.

Committee members present:  Mayor Corcilius, Joe Perkins, Bill McBain, Leon Namtzu, Terry Staroba and Barb Revak.

Visitors present:  Richard & Marvel Cole, Toni Birmingham, Janet Krucky, John Iverson, John Martwick, Jenny LaChance, Dorothy Hanish.

Public Comment

Jenny LaChance wanted to know if a dollar amount had been placed in the budget for improving the parks.  Joe Perkins explained the city put in a figure of $30,000.  Toni Birmingham wanted to know what the money would be used for.  Joe Perkins stated it would probably go for playground equipment in the North Park and improvements at Sokol Park.  Joe Perkins stated a Recreation Committee meeting needs to be set to discuss where the money should go.  Jenny LaChance commented that she feels there should be continued effort at Elk Lake Park, equipment purchased for the North End Park and improvements at Sokol Park.  Toni Birmingham mentioned the Czech group has set aside money for playground equipment at Sokol Park.  They are waiting to see if anything is going to be done with the Lidice Monument.  Joe Perkins informed Toni the gentleman who is supposed to work on the Monument could only be in Phillips for a short time this summer but will return next year.

Joe Perkins stated it was brought to his attention that no sidewalk between the bridge on Hwy 13 and Shaw Street might be a public safety issue.

Review Minutes from Sept 12, 21 and 26, 2000 meetings

Motion made by Bill McBain to accept the minutes as distributed.  Seconded by Leon Namtzu.  CARRIED

Bill McBain brought to attention the fact that in the minutes from the Sept 26, 2000 meeting, it stated City Attorney Bilz would redraft the burning permit and present it at the next BPW meeting.  The BPW committee has not received the updated burning permit.

Update on Water Tower Maintenance

According to Terry Staroba the water towers have been cleaned, inspected and put back online.  The large tower needs to be serviced in about two years.  The city will need to budget approximately $60,000 for this.  The old tower is good for approximately 6 years.  In the future the city will be required to remove all the old paint off the water towers.  Because that paint has lead in it, this will be a very expensive project.  It could cost as much as $400,000.  This won’t be for about 20 years down the road but the council members need to keep this in the back of their minds.  Joe Perkins mentioned it might be cheaper to build a new one on the north end of town.

Update on Water Wells & Sewage Treatment Plant

According to John Martwick, Strand Electric is not doing their job.  He hasn’t heard a word from them in a long time and there are still things that need to be finished.  He will try to contact them and find out what is going on.  The wells are working properly and he can monitor them from his office.  He is pleased with the job that Springlake did.

Nobody has heard a word from Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. as far as the WWTP project is concerned.  Joe Perkins asked what was on the schedule for the month of November.  Kaempfer & Assoc. is supposed to receive the DNR approval of plans and specifications.  They are also supposed to advertise for bids.

2001 budget

Bill McBain requested a copy of the Sept 21, 2000 Recreation Committee minutes be sent to Jenny LaChance.

$100,000 was placed in the budget for engineer costs on redoing Victoria Street and the repair needed on Beebe Street.  The amount that doesn’t get used will be carried over into 2002.  This amount will be added to the amount budgeted in 2002 to complete the project.  There was also $30,000 placed in the recreation capital outlay budget line item.

Departmental Update

Terry states that things are winding down for the winter.  John Martwick stated things are going good at the treatment plant.  Terry may have to utilize Mike Longfield in his department so that Greg Potter can have more time for training in the utility.

Barb Revak requested approval to have Ayres & Associates put the cemetery maps on their computer and print out new maps.  John Iverson will get a dollar amount for this project and get back to us.

Put this on the agenda for the common council meeting November 8, 2000.
