President McBain called the public hearing to order at 7:00 PM to receive comments and discussion on proposed amendment and addition to Section 9.05(2), Public Peace And Good Order, proposed adoption of Wisconsin State Statute 346.465, and addition to Section 1, General Government, Municipal Code of the City of Phillips. Carried. (addition published, and 346.465 published as a separate entry).

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mrs. Hanish accepting the minutes of meetings held in October 2000. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mrs. Hanish granting a Class B Retail Combination license to Silmark, Inc., said license not subject to reserve license classification. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel granting permission to Janice Hollinger to utilize the hall area for a wedding reception and dance on October 6, 2001 at a fee of $250.00. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mrs. Hanish granting permission to Melissa R. Cork to utilize the hall area for a wedding reception and dance on June 30, 2001 at a fee of $250.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel granting permission to the Phillips Community Day Care Center toutillze the hall area for a children’s Christmas party, date to be determined, in December, 2000. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Namtzu granting permission to Patricia Brumet to utilize the hall area for a wedding reception and dance on September 29, 2001 at a fee of $250.00. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mrs. Hanish granting permission to the Northwoods Hi-Riders snowmobile group to utilize the hall area for
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a snowmobile safety class on December 12, 14, and 16, 2000. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. Belan granting authority to Police Chief Moore to extend job offers for part time patrolmen job positions to Michael Hauschild and Scott Wildberg. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel granting authority to Police Chief Moore to bill the School District of Phillips 100% of cost for providing security at school dances. Carried.

Clerk/Treasurer Lamoreaux read a thank you card received from the family of David McBain for a floral display.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mrs. Hanish to pay invoices as presented for check numbers 43539 through 43621 in the total amount of $50,498.20. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to convene into closed session. Authority: Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(l)(e), negotiating the purchase of public property, former middle/high school building complex. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. McBain, Mr. Belan, Mrs. Hanish, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Namtzu, and Mr. Perkins. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Others invited into the closed session: City Attorney Bilz and Clerk/Treasurer Lamoreaux. Carried. Meeting convened into closed session at 8:28 PM.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Hanish to reconvene into open session. Authority: Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(2). Carried Meeting reconvened at 8:58 PM.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to enter into a purchase agreement with Deltox, Inc. for the purchase of the former middle school/high school building complex property, and authorizing Mayor Keith A. Corcilius and City Clerk/Treasurer Lee V. Lamoreaux to sign said purchase agreement, and note importance of Section 10 of the purchase agreement titled Required Documentation. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Hanish to adjourn. Carried.
