Bill McBain called the meeting to order at 1:45 PM.

Review Minutes from October 31, 2000 meeting

Motion made by Leon Namtzu to accept the minutes as distributed.  Seconded by Bill McBain.  CARRIED

Status of Burning Permit

Bill McBain felt the burning permit and ordinance 9.14 looked good.  It was pointed out that the ordinance on outdoor furnaces conflicted with the permit.  This should be discussed at a later date.

Bill McBain made a motion to recommend approval of the burning permit and ordinance 9.14 as written and to review the outdoor furnance issue at a later date.  Seconded by Leon Namtzu.  CARRIED

Quit Claim Deeds

Bill McBain made a motion to approve the Quit Claim deeds for Jude Desotelle, Brian Tomaszewski and Virginia Smetak, and authorizing Mayor Corcilius and City Clerk/Treasurer Lee Lamoreaux to sign the deeds when City Attorney Bilz has them completed.  Seconded by Leon Namtzu.  CARRIED

Snowmobile Ordinance

Leon Namtzu had this put on the agenda because he has been asked what can be done to allow access to the businesses downtown.  He has also been questioned on the 11:30 pm city trail curfew.  People who live within the city limits, have no way to get their snowmobiles home if they get back after 11:30 pm.  They would like this changed.  Leon wants to know if anything has been done about these issues?  

Mayor Corcilius mentioned that Ball Amoco is the only gas station in the city that snowmobilers have access to.  This isn’t fair to the other gas stations or other businesses.  

Bill McBain stated that the city needs to be careful and not open this up too wide.  He also mentioned this needs to be discussed at the police committee meeting.  It is on that agenda also.

Clean Water Fund Notice

Bill McBain made a motion to recommend to the Common Council to authorize Mayor Corcilius and City Clerk/Treasurer Lee Lamoreaux to sign the Clean Water Fund intent to apply form.  Seconded by Leon Namtzu.  CARRIED

Resolution for Clean Water Fund Project

Bill McBain made a motion to recommend to the Common Council to authorize Mayor Corcilius to sign the revised resolution on the Clean Water Fund Project repayment.  Seconded by Leon Namtzu.  CARRIED

Update on Treatment Plant Modifications

Kaempfer & Assoc. sent the Clean Water Fund notice of intent to apply form and the resolution declaring official intent to reimburse forms for signature but no word from them on the status of the project.

Update on Water Wells Construction

John Iverson states that everything appears to be taken care of except for one issue.  Someone came up from Madison to work on things.  Strand sent in a pay request to Ayres, however they are holding it until all issues are resolved.

PECFA Fund Exceed Cap Request

Terry Staroba has been in touch with a gal and talked to her about the petroleum site investigation.  He asked her if this could be closed out.  She will check on it and get back to him tomorrow.

Highway 13 and Shaw Street Sidewalk Installation

A request was made to have a sidewalk installed from Shaw Street to the bridge just north of Shaw Street.  Leon Namtzu mentioned that Bill Knaack, the Highway Commissioner, might have plans from the state to determine the right-of-way on Hwy 13.  Leon will check with Bill.

Briefing on Public Works Department

Terry Staroba stated there wasn’t much to tell.  Things are slowing down with winter coming up.  He worked out a deal with Al Stolen.  The city can continue putting snow by the old Middle/High School and in return the city will keep the sidewalks clean over there.  Bill McBain asked what the most major problem is in his department.  Terry said he didn’t really have any.  Terry stated that a supervisor needs to do more training with a new employee, but he is working on that issue.
