Review Minutes from November 28, 2000 meeting

Sidewalk Installation

Joe Perkins explained the right-of-way on Highway 13, south of the bridge to Shaw Street.  There is a 50’ section, which drops down to a 30’ section.  The retaining wall by Martins would have to be pushed back and reconstructed, which would be very costly.  Safety is very important, however, it would not be feasible at this time to tackle this project.

Bill McBain made a motion to recommend to the Common Council not to install a sidewalk, south of the bridge on Hwy 13, at this time because it would not be feasible.  Seconded by Leon Namtzu.  CARRIED

Removal of Street Light Near Georgia Pacific

Joe Perkins stated there is a light pole near Highway H, on the north side of Georgia Pacific.  Xcel Energy may need to remove this light.  Xcel Energy has been in contact with Georgia Pacific and they don’t seem to mind.

Leon Namtzu made a motion to remove the light near Hwy H, on the north side of Georgia Pacific if so needed.  Seconded by Bill McBain.  CARRIED

Sewer Rate Increase

Joe Perkins stated, the City should decide when the new sewer rates would take effect and what said rates will be.  The second quarter in 2001 would be a good time to do this.  Rates would go into effect after the March 1st reading, bills would be due in July.  Set the rates at the January 10th meeting.
