Visitors present:  Michelle Rapacz, Terry Staroba, Grace Kielsmeier, Marvel Cole, Jeffrey Fahl, Elvis Presley, Terese Presley, John Hendricks, Police Chief Moore, and John Pelton.

Mr. Perkins informed council members that Kaempfer & Associates is approximately 4 months behind schedule on the phosphorus removal project for the sewage treatment plant. The schedule problem resulted from staffing shortages at Kaempfer & Associates.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish accepting the minutes of the meeting held on December 6, 2000. Carried.

Police Chief Moore briefed council members on the bicycle rebuild​ing program operated by Lincoln Hills Correctional Facility. Unclaimed bicycles in the possession of the police department could be contributed to the Facility for this purpose.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu granting authority to Police Chief Moore to participate in the bicycle rebuilding program conducted by Lincoln Hills Correctional Facility. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain approving a memo to filling stations in the City pertaining to unattended fuel nozzles. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish granting permission to Steve Otto to rent the hall area for a wedding reception and dance on June 1, 2002, at a fee of $300.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish granting permission to Price County Town Mutual Insurance Company to rent the hall area for an annual meeting on February 24, 2001, at a fee of $300.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain, upon the recommend​ation of the Board of Public Works, to not install a sidewalk between the bridge on Highway 13 and Shaw Street, because of the existence of a retaining wall on the site. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. McBain, Mrs. Hanish, Mr. Namtzu, and Mr. Perkins. Alderperson voting nay: Mr. Belan. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. McBain to deny a writeoff of a fire call invoice requested by the Town of Worcester, date of call being November 13, 2000, upon the recommendation of the Board of Public Works. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish granting a class B retail combination license to Mark A. Puls. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to not schedule a primary runoff election on February 20, 2001, for candidates for city office in Ward 5, 3rd Aldermanic District. Carried.

City Attorney Bilz informed council members that the City is ob​ligated to pay $150.00 for title insurance based on the $1.00 purchase price of the former middle/high school property.
