BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS PROCEEDINGS
Of the Board of Public Works of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on January 30, 2001.

Joe Perkins called the meeting to order at 3:03 PM.

Committee members present:  Joe Perkins, Bill McBain, Leon Namtzu, Terry Staroba and Barb Revak.

Visitors present: Grace Kielsmeier, Marvel Cole, City Attorney Gregg Bilz and Jim Litvinoff.

Public Comment

Joe Perkins commented on the letter that was received from Therese Trojak regarding Sokol Park.  The letter stated that in the deed was a condition statint that the City of Phillips is responsible for maintaining the Lidice Monument.  They will not apply any money towards playground equipment until the Lidice Monument is repaired.  Joe Perkins left a message for Tony Rajer but has not received a response yet.

Joe Perkins stated that a letter was faxed to Mayor Keith Corcilius from Chris Kaempfer informing him that Steve Smith would like to meet the week of Feb 12 to review the plans and specifications for the WWTP improvements project.  Bill McBain mentioned that he would like a weekly update sent out.

Review Minutes Dated Dec 26, 2000 and January 10, 2001

Bill McBain made a motion to accept the minutes as presented.  Seconded by Leon Namtzu.  CARRIED

Mobile Home Park Issues

Barb Revak started the discussion by stating that some of the residents at the Mobile Home Parks are not paying their mobile home fees to the City of Phillips.  She checked into the State Statutes and the City Ordinances and found out that the Mobile Home Park owners are responsible for collecting and paying the fees.  Barb had City Attorney Bilz verify her findings were correct.  The Mobile Home Park owners are supposed to have a license from the city, which would need to be renewed every year, and a surety bond paid in the amount of $5,000 to guarantee payment of fees and liabilities.  Jim Litvinoff was made aware of the amount outstanding at his park for the year 2000, at this point in time, is $3,606.25.  Jim was not notified of the problem until now.  Jim Litvinoff will revise his leases to have the lot renters start paying the fee to him.  In return he will be allowed to keep 2% of the fees per State Statute 66.0435(3m).  The city ordinance12.08 needs to be amended to reflect the 2% administration fee.  Jim Litvinoff will send letters out to lot renters explaining the situation.  The leases Jim can revise right away will be done by May and the yearly leases will be done as soon as feasibly possible.  Barb will send out notices after she receives the information from George Valiga like she did in the past.  Barb and Jim will work together to make the transition for mobile home fees to be paid to Jim instead of directly to the city.  Mark Abott, owner of the Parkview Mobile Home Park, needs to be notified of this information that was discovered and his liability.

Bill McBain made a motion to recommend to the Common Council to authorize Kevin Krysinski to audit TID 3 & 4.  Seconded by Leon Namtzu.  CARRIED

Tyler Pripps Fire Call Bill

Tyler Pripps sent a letter to the City of Phillips requesting the amount be reduced or relieved or that the City of Phillips give him an extended period of time to pay this bill.

Joe Perkins made a motion to authorize Barb Revak to make arrangements for Tyler Pripps to pay his bill on installments.  Seconded by Leon Namtzu.  CARRIED

Snowmobile Signage Costs

Terry Staroba stated the signs are up and paid for.  Frank Dusek, Trails Chairman, Price county Trails Association, donated the funds to pay for the signs.

WWTP Modifications Update

Review of Invoices

Joe Perkins made a motion to authorize payment of the bill received from Lane Tank Co., Inc. in the amount of $2,400.  Seconded by Bill McBain.  CARRIED
