Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a public hearing and regular meeting held in the council room on February 6, 2001.

Mayor Corcilius called the public hearing to order at 7:00 PM to receive comments on a proposed update of Section 13, Sewer Use, Municipal Code of the City of Phillips. Council members present as listed below.

Council members decided to gather more information on the proposed sewer use ordinance before considering adoption.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish to convene the public hearing, and reconvene at a date and time to be determined. Carried.

Public hearing convened at 7:08 PM.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain, tabling action on the subject matter of the public hearing, and review said subject matter with the Board of Public Works on February 13, 2001. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish accepting the minutes of meetings held in January, 2001. Carried.

Geoffrey M. Gyrisco Division of Historic Preservation, informed council members of the following items:

1. The city should have a historic preservation ordinance in the municipal code, if there are properties in the city on the state/ federal register.

2. Historical properties help draw tourists to the area, and could in​crease property values.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish to follow policy book hiring guidelines, and post job opening for the vacant full time patrolman job position, currently covered by a part time officer. Alder persons voting aye: Mr. McBain, Mr. Belan, Mrs. Hanish, and Mr. Namtzu. Alderperson voting nay: Mr. Perkins. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish granting permission to Renee Hladish to rent the hall area for a wedding reception and dance on August 31, 2002, at a fee of $300.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain granting permission to Barbara Rasmussen to rent the hall area for a wedding reception and dance on July 21, 2001, at a fee of $300.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu granting permission to Lisa A. Walcisak to rent the hall area for an anniversary party on November 10, 2001, at a fee of $300.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish granting permission to Linnea Olson to rent the hall area for a wedding reception and dance n January 12, 2002, at a fee of $300.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain to contract with Krysinski & Associates, S.C. to perform an audit of TID 3 and 4, at a cost ranging from $4,000 to $6,000. Carried.

A sample curfew ordinance submitted by Assistant Police Chief Lobermeier was referred back to the Police Committee for further study.

The following are comments raised during presentation of committee reports:

Mr. McBain stated that it was his understanding that Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. will provide council members with a weekly report of activities related to the wastewater treatment plant modifications project. Mr. McBain referred to the council meeting held on January 23, 2001, at which meeting Mr. Chris Kaempfer briefed council members on activities.

Mayor Corcilius appointed Mrs. Hanish to the Phillips Public Library Long Range Planning Committee. Mrs. Hanish will be the council representative on that committee.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins to pay invoices re​presented by check numbers 43924 through 43972 in the total amount of $95,057.30, check register dated February 6, 2001. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain to adjourn. Carried.
