BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS PROCEEDINGS
Of the Board of Public Works of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on February 27, 2001.

Joe Perkins called the meeting to order at 3:05 PM.

Committee members present:  Joe Perkins, Bill McBain, Leon Namtzu, and Barb Revak.

Visitors present: John Iverson, Dorothy Hanish, George Valiga, Jim and Carol Litvinoff, Grace Kielsmeier and John Martwick.

Public Comment

Dorothy Hanish stated that she felt the streets and alleyways looked good.  She also wanted to know who owned the street leading up to the Super 8 Motel because it has not been plowed all winter.  Joe Perkins told her the City of Phillips owns half and she should talk to Kenny Matsick about the plowing.

Joe Perkins mentioned that Gary Rand owns property just south of the Red Pines Motel/Resort on Elk Lake Drive. Al Jesunas paid for the sewer lateral to be installed and now Gary Rand would like to hook into it.  If Gary does hook in he will pay Al Jesunas.  Joe Perkins is having City Attorney Bilz check into this to make sure this is correct.

Mobile Home Park Ordinance

John Martwick stated things were going real smooth except he was not happy with the sequencing.  He has tried to get in touch with Dick Shuck but has received no response.  John Iverson will try to contact him.

John Iverson asked about the Victoria Street Project and was wondering if the City wanted to start on doing a portion of it this year.  Bill McBain wanted to know if it would be eligible for a grant.  He was told that the state would have the same grant program that we applied for last year, however, the chance of us receiving it would be very slim.  John Iverson stated he could put together a proposal for the costs and present it at the next BPW meeting.  There is enough in the budget to cover the engineering costs and maybe a little more.

Open Parking by the Freight House

This needs to be researched by City Attorney Bilz to see what the legal aspects would be if that street were to be opened up for parking.  Joe Perkins asked Leon Namtzu if he knew why that whole stretch from the corner by Belan’s to Depot Rd was painted yellow.  Leon didn’t know but stated he felt there should be no parking until after the Rail Road tracks.  There was a full agreement that the corner of H and Hwy 13 had a lot of blind spots the way it was and we shouldn’t add more to it by opening up 2 more parking spaces.  Joe Perkins suggested maybe sending a letter stating the City won’t open up the space between Belan’s and Depot Rd for parking, and the City may not cite the delivery truck driver for parking there, however, if there should be an accident the freight house would be held responsible.

The BPW needs to get more specifics on the turning radius and the state regulations regarding intersections and no parking before they can make a decision on this issue.

Leon Namtzu made a motion to table this issue.  Seconded by Bill McBain.  CARRIED
