Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a public hearing and regular meeting held in the council room on March 6, 2001.

Mayor Corcilius called the reconvened public hearing on proposed amendment to sewer use ordinance, Chapter 13.10, Sewage Service Charges, Municipal Code of the City of Phillips, to order at 7:00 PM. Council members present as listed below. Mr. Belan, absent.

City Attorney Bilz briefed council members and visitors on the proposed superseded Chapter 13.10, User Charges, with attached appendix A, Sewer Use Charges proposed.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain to close the public hearing. Carried. Public hearing closed at 7:03 PM.

Motion by Mr. Perkins seconded by Mrs. Hanish adopting superseded Chapter 13.10, User Charges, with attached Appendix A, Sewer Use Charges proposed, Municipal Code of the City of Phillips. Carried. (published as a separate entry).

Joe Wolf introduced himself and his wife to council members.  Mr. Wolf is a member of the administrative staff of Mid-Wisconsin Bank.

Motion by Mr. McBain seconded by Mr. Perkins to receive and place on file the minutes of meetings held in February, 2001. Carried.

Mr. Perkins asked council members if a trailer housing HAZ-MAT gear can be stored in the garage area of the Municipal Center building.  Council members agreed to the request, provided the trailer can be rnoved around allowing for other space needs of the garage area.

Mr. Lee Belan attended

the meeting at 7:10 PM.

Lynn Lutz, City Auditor, briefed council members on the Year 2000 Audit Report. Mrs. Lutz stated that the revolving loan fund with money received from the Butternut Lumber & Hardware loan payments, should be activated. This fund is supposed to be used through loan/loans to businesses starting up in the city industrial/business park areas.

City Attorney Bilz left

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Hanish adopting resolution number 1020. Carried.

RESOLUTION #1020

WHEREAS, the City of Phillips advertised for bids for Wastewater Treat​ment Plant Improvements; and

WHEREAS, Miron Construction Company, Inc., of Menasha, Wisconsin, entered the low bid for general construction at a cost of $803,323; Engineered Products, Inc., of Green Bay, Wisconsin, entered the low bid for mecha​nical work at a cost of $752,500; and Strand Electrical Service, of Park Falls, Wisconsin, entered the low bid for electrical work at a cost of $259,955.
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NOW THEREFORE IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, by the Common Council of the City of Phillips that the above listed bids, as outlined, for this Project be awarded contingent upon approval of the Clean Water Fund Loan, and that Mayor Keith A. Corcilius and City Clerk/Treasurer Lee V. Lamoreaux are authorized to execute required contract forms.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain authorizing Mayor Keith A. Corcilius to sign bid awards related to the Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements Project, contingent upon written plan approval by the D.N.R.
Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish tabling the request of the City of Mosinee regarding support of a proposed state legislative bill to limit a medical facility’s tax exemption status. The request lacks adequate information for an informed decision. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. Namtzu granting permission to the McNaughton Correctional Center to conduct correctional officers training on April 19 and 20, 2001 with a security deposit of $75.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish granting permission to Nycola R. Dvorak to utilize the hall area for a wedding reception and dance on September 22, 2001, for a fee of $300.00. Carried.

Council members reviewed a request from Twin Cities Habitat For Humanity to utilize the hall area for a function on July 17 and 18, 2001.  The request was denied based on lack of adequate accommodations, for the number of people expected.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Belan granting permission to Peggy Hainy to utilize the hall area for a wedding anniversary party on August 10, 2002, for a fee of $300.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish tabling the request of Advantage Research, Inc. to utilize the hall area. No set dates of use noted in the request. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain ratifying the Joint Powers Agreement County 9-1-1 Emergency System , signed by Mayor Corcilius on December 1, 2000. Carried.

Mayor Corcilius reported on public hearings and meetings held by the Phillips Planning Commission in February, 2001.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins granting a Real Estate Mortgage Subordination Agreement to the owner of property described as Lot 19, Block 20, Original Plat, as requested by Associated Bank, of Park FaIls, Wisconsin. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu, upon recommendation of the Police Committee, the hire of Officer Ron Clapero to fill the current full time patrolman vacancy. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. McBain, Mr. Belan, Mrs. Hanish, and Mr. Namtzu. Alderperson voting nay:

Mr. Perkins. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish to change the title a certificate of deposit held by the City of Phillips from Incubator Building Fund to Spec Building Fund. Carried.

Mr. Namtzu briefed council members on Northwest Regional Planning Commission activities related to economic development. Mr. Namtzu stated that he would ask Mr. Davis, from NWRPC, to talk to council members at a future date.

Clerk/Treasurer Lamoreaux read 2 thank you cards received: 1 from Director of Public Works Staroba, for a plant sent to him while in the hospital, and 1 from the Phillips Community Day Care Center for use of the hall area in December, 2000.
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Mayor Corcilius read a press release announcing the 32nd Annual Municipal Clerks week, April 29 through May 5, 2001.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish to pay invoices represented by check numbers 44014 through 44092 in the total amount of $68,662.05, check register dated March 6, 2001. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Hanish, seconded by Mr. McBain to adjourn. Carried.
