BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS PROCEEDINGS
Of the Board of Public Works of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on March 26, 2001.

Joe Perkins called the meeting to order at 3:05 PM.

Review Minutes of Meetings Held on Feb 27 and Feb 28, 2001

Leon Namtzu made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  Seconded by Joe Perkins.  CARRIED

Mobile Home Park Ordinance Amendment / Discussion / Action

Joanne Swanson was concerned about making her mobile home tax payment to the owner of the park.  She would like to continue making payments directly to the City of Phillips.  The issue was discussed and decided that mobile home owners may continue to pay their mobile home tax to the City of Phillips if they so desire.  The Deputy Clerk/Treasurer will keep the owners updated as to payments the city receives directly.  The ordinance was reviewed in length and changes were suggested.  The sections in the ordinance that refer to situations resembling campgrounds will be removed and the 2% administration fee for park owners collecting the taxes will be added.  If the present owners of the mobile home parks sell their property, the new owner will be required to be licensed by the City of Phillips and adhere to the $5,000 surety bond, and a $10.00 transfer fee will be charged.  There will also be a $50.00 per 50 sites annual fee.

Victoria Street Project

Joe Perkins made a motion to recommend to the Common Council to authorize Ayres & Associates to proceed with the design portion of the Victoria Street Project.  Seconded by Leon Namtzu.  CARRIED

There was discussion with John Iverson as to exactly what needed to be done to Victoria Street.  John wanted to know if this would be a complete reconstruction or just resurfacing.  This needs to be discussed with Director of Public Works, Terry Staroba.

Put this on the agenda for the April 10th, 2001 BPW meeting.

John Iverson also mentioned that Fred Klingbeil worked with the City of Phillips in the past and did not have a standard agreement in writing, however, his company feels this should be done.  John Iverson drafted a copy and would like City Attorney Bilz to look it over.

Sewer Lateral Extension Agreement-Silvernail/Rand

They are not going to extend the water main.  According to Joe Perkins, back in 1987 an agreement was made between the City of Phillips and Al Jesunas for sewer hookup.  This agreement extended the main lateral from South Airport Road to Al Jesunas’ property.  Gary Rand and Jay Silvernail are building and want sewer & water hookup.  They have come to an agreement with Al Jesunas about hooking into Al’s lateral.  They want an agreement with the City of Phillips stating after it is installed the City of Phillips will maintain it in the future.  The lateral would run down the East side of Elk Lake Drive and would tie in with the Rand and Silvernail property.  John Iverson mentioned this extension would need DNR approval and he didn’t think an extension could be run off of a lateral.  This needs to be checked into.

Joe Perkins made a motion to accept the sewer extension agreement with amendments for Gary Rand and Jay Silvernail’s hookup and prior to extension being issued all necessary permits and plans must be submitted and approved.  Seconded by Leon Namtzu.  CARRIED

Update on Lidice Monument Restoration

Lee Lamoreaux met with Mr. Tony Rajer on site on Saturday, March 24, 2001.  Planned dates of Restoration:  July 16 through July 20, 2001.  Total cost to the City of Phillips:  $2,400.00.  City of Phillips is responsible for providing scaffolding.

Leon Namtzu received a phone call from Grace Kielsmeier about a tree being cut down on private property and wanted to know what the city’s policy was.  Joe Perkins talked with Terry Staroba on what the policy is.  There is a policy but there are a lot of factors in deciding if the city will cut down a tree and if they won’t.  Joe Perkins feels the city should not cut down any trees because of the liability.  Leon Namtzu agreed.

Leon Namtzu made a motion that the City of Phillips will no longer cut and remove trees from private property.  Seconded by Joe Perkins.  CARRIED
