The following are comments:

1.
The proposed Victoria Street Project includes street reconstruction.

2.
A proposed sewer main (8” main) extension on Elk Lake Drive and installation of a water lateral (11/4” lateral) to the Rand and Silvernail properties, can be accomplished.

The Rand and Silvernail families would pay Al Jesunas hookup fees (water and sewer), water lateral installation to whomever does the project, and the same for the sewer main extension. The sewer main installation would be reviewed by Ayres Associates to insure adherence to city code. The Rand and Silvernail families stated that the projects would be paid for up front, no long term special assessment process.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu authorizing City Attorney Bilz to format a sewer main extension agreement, including manhole, for the proposed extension on Elk Lake Drive. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to put out bids for a new 4x2 pickup for the water-sewer utility, and sale of a 1985 Ford Ranger pickup. Carried.
