BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS PROCEEDINGS
Of the Board of Public Works of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on April 24, 2001.

Joe Perkins called the meeting to order at 3:00 PM.

Committee members present:  Joe Perkins, Leon Namtzu, Bill McBain, Terry Staroba and Barb Revak.

Visitors present: John Iverson, Grace Kielsmeier and William Spence (3:15).

Public Comment

Joe Perkins stated that the stoplight installation at the intersection of State Highway 13 and F would be pushed back to the year 2003 due to the extensive work needed.  He also commented on his concern about the extra work increasing the financial amount the city will be responsible for.

Leon Namtzu requests a letter be sent to the resident at 323 N Avon Ave again regarding the garbage in the backyard.  Barb Revak is to have Lee Lamoreaux check into this.

Review Minutes of Meetings Held on March 26 and April 10, 2001

Bill McBain made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  Seconded by Leon Namtzu.  CARRIED

Discussion/Action on Dog Problems-Chapter 9.17 Municipal Code Book

Joe Perkins stated that City Attorney Bilz suggests a new ordinance to include the owner of an animal depositing solid waste on city property being responsible for cleanup.  Terry Staroba suggests putting up signs in the parks stating that animals must be kept on a leash and owner responsible for cleanup of droppings.

Discussion/Action on Truck Loading Zones

Joe Perkins addressed the issue relating to delivery trucks parking on County Trunk H first.  The Price County Highway Department will keep the curb painted and put signs up on the south side of County Trunk H between Depot Road and State Highway 13 that say No Parking/Loading Zone Only.

Joe Perkins stated the delivery-parking problem on Lake Avenue may be solved by designating an area in front of Cinema North during non-theatre hours as a loading zone.  Bill McBain wanted to know if there would be a time limit for loading or unloading.  Joe suggested to Terry Staroba to take a look at where the signs could be located and if it would be a problem.

Joe Perkins also mentioned there was a meeting in Eau Claire that addressed municipality signs and that one of the issues was reflective stop signs.  He suggested Terry Staroba check into this because the city may have to start replacing all the signs in the city limits.

William Spence attended the meeting at 3:15PM and was allowed to speak.

William Spence presented to the Board of Public Works a request to lease the old city hall building.  He would like to open up, with help from the state, an elderly transportation business.  He currently drives for the elderly.  According to Mr. Spence the state would purchase cars, equipment, and do improvements to the building.  He would operate the business.  Joe Perkins told Mr. Spence it sounded like a good idea but the City of Phillips has an agreement with Price County as to the purchase of the building.  Bill McBain suggested he present his request in writing and the City will take the proper steps after that to see if this would be feasible.

William Spence left the meeting at 3:25PM

Victoria Street Design Engineering-John Iverson

John Iverson confirmed they would only be doing the design portion of the Victoria Street Project this year.  He wanted to know if the city wanted to have the sewer mains on Victoria Street televised and if the Board of Public Works wanted Ayres and Associates to bid out for the job.  He stated they have a company they usually go with for this type of work.  He was told yes they wanted the sewer mains televised and to use the company they feel confidant will do a good job.  John will work with Terry Staroba on this project.

STS Consultants, LTD., Agreement

Joe Perkins read the letter from Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. dated April 16, 2001 regarding STS Consultants, LTD. monitoring the soil during the WWTP improvements project.  Joe suggested that a copy of the letter and agreement be forwarded to City Attorney Bilz for review and recommendation.

Leon Namtzu made a motion to recommend to the Common Council approval of payment to Traut Hydro Tech in the amount of $610 for work done on well abandonment at 326 S. Avon Ave.
