Motion by Mr. Kempkes seconded by Mr. McBain granting a subordi​nation of a CDBG Housing Rehiabilitation Mortgage, as requested by Wisconsin Finance Corporation, on behalf of the owner of property described as Lot 8, Block 6, Beebe’s Addition. Carried.

Mr. Perkins informed council members that soil, high in flamma​bility content, is present south of the blower and north of the adminis​trative building, wastewater treatment plant. The soil may be located on railroad property. A bulk station was located near the plant many years ago.
