COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a special meeting held in the council room on June 13, 2001.

Mayor Corcilius called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Council members present as listed below.

Visitors present:  Marvin N. Laspa, Anthony A. Kemnitz, Patti Wenzel, Grace Kielsmeier, Police Chief Moore and members of the Price County Highway Committee.

Mr. Kemnitz, P.E., Short Elliott Hendrickson, Inc., briefed council members on the following items related to the proposed traffic signal system on the corners of County Highway F, Airport Road and State Highway 13:

1. Construction is planned for the summer and fall of 2003.

2. Most of the total cost of the project involves road work and related. The traffic signals equipment and installation is a lesser portion of total project costs.

3. 100’ of storage is needed prior to the railroad tracks on Airport Road instead of the 61’ storage currently in place.

4. A section of Airport Road would have to be relocated.

5. The City of Phillips would have to purchase a specific area of land from Price County to accommodate the project, as proposed, This cost would be in addition to the costs of the project.

Mr. Laspa, P.E., Wisconsin Department of Transportation, informed council members of the following items related to the proposed project:

1. Project Cost Shares: Price County 25%, City of Phillips 25%, State 50%.

2. Total cost of the project, as currently proposed, would be $681,000, including the cost of relocating Airport Road, a specific section.

3. The DOT would be responsible for maintenance of the traffic signal system, after installation.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain to table action on the proposed traffic signal system until the Common Council meeting to be held on July 3, 2001. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Presley to adjourn. Carried.
