The following are comments received during the meetings.

Marvel Cole: The City of Phillips should sponsor a clean-up day once a year for pickup of accumulated garbage of city residents. Mr. Perkins:  The City of Phillips has to pay someone to take the junk off of the City’s hands. Individual property owners should pay for their own garbage/salvage material removal.

Elvis Presley: The City of Phillips should hire a employe to enforce contents of the Municipal Code of the City of Phillips. I have received complaints about unsafe building structures and uncut weed/grass areas in the city limits.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to table action on resolution Number 1022 and the proposed city ward map pending reflection of current annexed property and description of said property in Ward 2. Carried.

Council members instructed Clerk/Treasurer Lamoreaux to draft a letter to the Price County Jail Ad-Hoc Committee expressing desire for cooperation regarding possible need of city property and vacation of city street.

Council members agreed that Smart Growth Grant possibilities should be coordinated with Price County. Council members further discussed the fact that the City of Phillips has a comprehensive plan currently in place

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain approving option #3, a 3” vented nailbase insulation with an R-value of 15.4 and a certainteed ridge vent for the price of $2,188.00. This pertains to the roof of the sewage treatment plant, WWTP Improvement Project. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. Boho approving pay request number 2 in the amount of $88,611.30, Miron Construction Company, Inc., an pay request number 2 in the amount of $59,259.60, Engineered Products Inc. of Wisconsin, WWTP Improvements Project. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. Presley granted authorlty to Clerk/Treasurer Lamoreaux to approve hall rental requests. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Boho to adjourn. Carried.
