Mayor Corcilius called the public hearing to order at 7:00 PM to receive comments and discussion on the following proposed additions/re​visions to the Municipal Code of the City of Phillips: Animal defecation on public and/or private properties, school bus parking area and mobile homes and mobile home parks. The following are comments/discussion on the proposed changes:

1. A distinction should be made between a mobile home park and a re​creational home park: Mr. Kempkes.

2. City Attorney Bilz defined manufactured homes and mobile homes.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to table the proposed mobile homes and mobile home parks revision, Chapter 12.08, pending further clarification and study. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Presley to receive and place on file minutes of meetings held on July 3 and July 24, 2001. Carried.

Mr. Bruce Davis, Northwest Regional Planning Commission, briefed council members on possible funding options and other related information pertaining to spec building construction, and marketing.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain disallowing the insurance claim of Bertha E. Robinson, involving a sidewalk fall. Carried

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Namtzu adopting Resolution Number 1022 (published as a separate entry). Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Boho to advertise for bids on the administration of the CDBG Housing Rehabilitation Revolving Loan Fund Program. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. McBain approving the purchase of pumps at $10,950 and the purchase of pump seals at $1,650 related to the WWTP Improvements Project. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. McBain approving the filling of the job position vacancy in the Department of Public Works. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Perkins authorizing Police Chief Moore to post the job position vacancy in the Police Department.  Carried.
