Deputy Clerk/Treasurer Revak briefed council members on specific budget line item adjustments on the proposed Year 2002 City of Phillips budget. The Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee, after completion of budget preparation work, proposed a city tax levy of $555,164.00. This proposed tax levy is being recommended this evening.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Kempkes to close the public hearing. Carried. Public hearing closed at 6:42 PM.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to adopt the Year 2002 City of Phillips budget, as proposed, with a city tax levy of $555,164.00. Carried.

The following are comments on format and charges related to township fire protection contracts.

Mr. Ed Bichrt, Town of Worcester Supervisor: On behalf of the Town​ships of Elk, Flambeau, Emery and Worcester, I would like council consideration of the following requests:

1. Fire calls in townships to be billed directly to property owners by the City of Phillips.

2. Remove and/or revise wording in the fire protection contract that refers to fire chief having the authority to pull equipment and crew from a town fire if needed in the City of Phillips.

3. Townships would like to have representation on the board/committee that has oversight of the fire department.

4. Township officials would like a copy of the ending balances of fire department expenditures for Budget Year 2001.

5. Why are 9 firemen needed to staff a fire call operation? Fire Chief Pisca: That has traditionally been the number used for fire call staffing purposes.

6. Could first responders be utilized for fire calls similar to the ambulance operations?

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Perkins to hold a city primary election for city offices on February 19, 2002, if 3 or more individuals are running for the same office. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Perkins to adjourn.Carried.
