Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a public hearing and special meeting held in the council room on April 16, 2002.

Mayor Corcilius called the public hearing to order at 7:00 PM to receive comments and discussion on the proposed rescission of 9.118.163 Truancy, Public Peace And Good Order, Municipal Code, City of Phillips. Council members present as listed below.

Mayor Corcilius read the proposed rescission of ordinance 9.118. 163, Truancy. This is considered to be a duplicate ordinance of no value in the Municipal Code of the City of Phillips. There were no comments or questions.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Presley to close the public hearing. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Fahl, Mr. Presley, Mr. Boho, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes and Mr. Tolbert. Alderpersons voting nay: None Carried. Public hearing closed at 7:06 PM.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Boho rescinding 9.118.163, Truancy, Public Peace and Good Order, Municipal Code, City of Phillips.

Alderpersons voting aye:  Mr. Tolbert, Mr. Kempkes, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Boho, Mr. Presley and Mr. Fahl. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried

The following are public comments:

Mr. Perkins thanked council members for a productive 4 years as an alderperson on the council. Council members stated that Mr. Perkins will be missed as alderperson on the Common Council.

Mr. Presley asked about action on people operating businesses out of residences without a conditional use permit and active enforcement of the removal of junk vehicles and other debris from yards of private property. City Attorney Bilz and Police Chief Moore are working in these areas of possible violations of the Municipal Code of the City of Phillips.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Presley instructing City Attorney Bilz to draft a legal document related to extension of warranty for two years pertaining to the settling of the blower build​ing, warranty effective date May 31, 2002. This warranty agreement would be between the City of Phillips and Miron Construction Company, Inc. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Boho, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes and Mr. Tolbert. Alderpersons voting nay: None.  Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu granting payment of

$7,931.47 to the Wisconsin Department of Transportation for services provided related to the study of the stoplight project proposal at the corners of County Highway F, State Highway 13 and Airport Road. Said Project proposal is aborted. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Tolbert, Mr. Kempkes, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Boho, Mr. Fahl and Mr. Presley. Alder-persons voting nay: None. Carried.

Mrs. Weber, Phillips Tree Committee, briefed council members on her efforts to obtain grant money and/or contributions to invest in new trees to plant in boulevard areas of the City of Phillips.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Boho accepting council committees,as presented by Mayor Corcilius, and noting Alternate #1 Joe Perkins, instead of Jeffrey Fahl, Board of Adjustment/Appeals. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Kempkes to close nominations and cast a unanimous ballot for Leon Namtzu as President of the Common Council. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Boho to close nominations and cast a unanimous ballot for Ted Kempkes as Vice-President of the Common Council. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Boho appointing George Valiga to a one year term as City Assessor of the City of Phillips. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Boho to adjourn. Carried.
