BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS PROCEEDINGS

Of the Board of Public Works of the City of Phillips at a special meeting held in the Council Room, Municipal Center, Phillips.

Meeting called to order by Chair Namtzu at 4:00 PM.

Committee members present: Leon Namtzu and Joe Boho. Committee members absent: Jeff Fahl.

Others present: John Martwick, Lee V. Lamoreaux, D.P.W. Staroba, Lonn Franson, D.N.R., and Don Heikkila, Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. Ted Kempkes.

The following are comments/discussion items related to the operation of the wastewater treatment plant.

Mr. Franson: The wastewater discharge permit allows limited pollution of public waters in an emergency situation. This permit is the City’s contract with the D.N.R. The plant facility, as currently updated, should be able to serve the City of Phillips for about 20 years. The permit further addresses construction completion deadline date and phosphorus removal deadline date. The City of Phillips should document problem areas concerning utility operations and keep D.N.R. personnel informed. Corrective solutions are also welcomed by D.N.R. personnel. Inflow/infiltration is a very serious problem. A main hookup ban could be imposed by the D.N.R. if sources of this problem are not found and corrected. The D.N.R. will ask the City officials to set their own compliance dates regarding the phosphorus removal program and other items, said dates to be reasonable. Mr. Franson praised the engineering firm of Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. for the quality of work at the plant and personal interest in being sure the plant operates the way its supposed to. There are no deadline letters of explanation needed at this time.

D.P.W. Staroba and Mr. Franson will meet within a week or so to check out a proposed relief valve to be installed at the headworks near the wastewater treatment plant.

Mr. Heikkila, Kaempfer & Associates, Inc., has asked Mr. Martwick to do more frequent testing of effluent toxicity to get a better fix on the efficiency of plant operations.

Chair Namtzu thanked Mr. Franson and Mr. Heikkila for attending the meeting and sharing information with committee members.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Namtzu recommending payment of request #9, Engineered Products, Inc., in the amount of $34,099.50, to the Common Council. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Namtzu recommending payment of request #10, Engineered Products, Inc. (final), in the amount of $39,169.90, to the Common Council, upon review of completed construction punch list items by Mr. Martwick. Carried.

Mayor Corcilius attended

the meeting at 5:05 PM.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Boho to convene into closed session. Authority: Wisconsin State Statute l9.85(l)(c), consideration of compensation and performance evaluation, and (f), preliminary consideration of specific personnel problems. Committee members voting aye: Mr. Boho, Mr. Namtzu and Mr. Kempkes. Committee members voting nay: None. Carried.

Convened into closed session at 5:07 PM.

Others invited into the closed session:  Mayor Corcilius, D.P.W. Staroba and Lee V. Lamoreaux.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Boho to reconvene into open session. Authority: Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(2). Committee members voting aye: Mr. Boho, Mr. Namtzu and Mr. Kempkes. Committee members voting nay: None.

Reconvened into open session at 5:11 PM.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Boho granting 5 weeks vacation, 200 hours, to John F. Martwick, above and beyond vacation time used to date in 2002. This additional 5 weeks is for and to be taken in Calendar Year 2002. Committee members voting aye:  Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes and Mr. Boho. Committee members voting nay:
None. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Kempkes to adjourn. Carried.
