Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meet​ing held in the council room on May 7, 2002.

The following are comments by meeting attendees:

Mrs. Janice Potter:
What is the status of my claim against the City for damages related to sewer backup in my basement? City Attorney Bilz:  Your claim will be discussed at a Board of Public Works meeting to be held on May 28, 2002.

Mr. George Valiga, City Assessor: I would like to suggest the Board of Review date to be May 30, 2002. Council members concurred.

Ms. Chris Simon, Price County Tobacco Free Coalition, briefed council members on the following informational points of interest:

1. Tobacco manufacturer gear sales of the product toward young people who may develop a life time smoking habit.

2. The best chance of success in combating the smoking habit is educating students at the elementary school level.

3. My organization is not pressing for ordinances re​lated to smoking control at this time. We are in the process of getting the word out to local governing bodies.

Assistant Police Chief Lobermeier

attended the meeting at 7:20 PM.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Namtzu adopting resolution number 1026. Carried.

RESOLUTION 1026

WHEREAS, upon the recommendation of the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee, the Common Council of the City of Phillips has considered the application of $500,000.00 toward principal of a Water-Sewer System Revenue Bonds Issue, dated July 15, 1998, and

WHEREAS, the current interest rate on this Issue is 4.40%, said interest rate over double the rate currently paid on the Phillips Utility Local Government Investment Fund Savings Account.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, $500,000.00 of Utility savings are to be applied toward principal of the Water-Sewer System Revenue Bonds Issue, dated July 15, 1998.

Council members instructed Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux to work with Police Chief Moore in the auction sale of the 1988 vintage computer formerly used for payroll preparation.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Presley granting a conditional use permit to Janice Potter for the operation of a sewing and uphol​stery business, as recommended by the Phillips Planning Commission. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Fahl accepting the surrender of the conditional use permit from the Full Gospel Light House Church, currently known as The Word Of Life Family Church, upon the recommend​ation of the Phillips Planning Commission. The property located at 100 Fairway Drive is no longer used as a day care center. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Boho amending the condi​tional use permit currently held by Fonk’s Home Center, Inc., stating that a residential (house) building is not located on the property, upon the recommendation of the Phillips Planning Commission. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Presley granting a building variance permit to Phil and Louise Lindsay, 720 Pine Crest, to accommodate the addition to a residential parking garage, upon the recommendation of the Board of Adjustment/Appeals. Carried.

City Attorney Bilz informed council members of procedures to be followed related to enforcement of properties with an accumulation of unsightly junk to clean up the specific properties.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Kempkes adopting resolution number 1027. Carried.

RESOLUTION #1027

WHEREAS, upon the recommendation of the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee, the Common Council of the City of Phillips has reviewed and considered authorizing a 5.5% retroactive interest rate on advances by the General Government and Water-Sewer Utility covering expenses chargeable to Tax Increment District #2, $27,824.67, Tax Increment District #3, $438,733.49, and Tax Increment District #4, $440,959.22.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Common Council does hereby authorize a 5.5% retroactive interest rate on advances, as outlined, payable to the Phillips General Government and the Phillips Water-Wastewater Treatment Plant Utility, amounts determined by past posted expenses.

Mr. Namtzu, Chair of the Board of Public Works, informed council members that the Board was checking into the possibility of contracting out lab services currently performed by utility employees. Our lab equipment at the wastewater treatment plant is antiquated.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Boho amending the Memorandum of Understanding, Phillips Police Department Policies and Procedures Manual, PD-46, as recommended by the Police Committee.  Paragraph 2, Subsection B, Subsection 7, within 12 hours refer to law enforcement, except on holidays or weekends. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Presley accepting the minutes of council meetings held on April 4 and April 16, 2002. Carried.

City Attorney Bilz recommended the survey of the land recently purchased by the City of Phillips to be used as a public parking lot. A garage building is currently included in the sale. Mr. Bilz would like a precise description and boundary layout of the property.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Boho to pay invoice number 0080054, Ayres Associates, in the amount of $1,129.28, as recommend by the B.P.W. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Presley to pay invoice number 0079616, Ayres Associates, in the amount of $1,288.05, as recommended by the B.P.W. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Boho to pay invoice number 0080055, Ayres Associates, in the amount of $1,648.78, as recommended by the B.P.W. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Boho to honor pay request #9, Engineered Products, Inc., in the amount of $34,099.50, as recom​mended by the B.P.W. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Presley to honor pay request #10, Engineered Products, Inc., in the amount of $39,169.90, pending verification of completion of construction punch list by WWTP personnel, as recommended by the B.P.W. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Presley to pay invoices in the amount of $225,730.46, check numbers 45532 through 45720, and check number 14, TID, in the total amount of $1,288.05. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Presley to adjourn. Carried.
