Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to open the public hearing to receive comments and discussion on a proposed addition to Chapter 12, Licenses and Permits, Municipal Code, City of Phillips, pertaining to maintenance of hours of operation of Class A and Class B Retail Combination License holders. Carried. Public hearing opened at 6:30 PM.

The following are comments on the topic matter of the public hearing

1. Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux read the proposed addition to Chapter 12.

2.  Mark and Priscilla Swartout, owners of Silmark, Inc., commented that this proposed ordinance was aimed at them personally. The Swartout’s stated that Wisconsin State Statutes do not cover this specific item

3. City Attorney Bilz stated that the City is not attempting to mirror a specific state statute with this proposed addition to Chapter 12.

Ron Herman attended the

meeting at 6:46 PM.

4. There was discussion of time closed for vacation, building repairs, cleanup, and/or other valid reasons.

5. Council members stated that the main purpose of this proposed addition to Chapter 12 was to avoid the possibility of a license holder retaining a license for speculative purposes only.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to close the public hearing. Carried. Public hearing closed at 6:50 PM.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley adopting the addition to Chapter 12, Licenses and Permits, Municipal Code, City of Phillips, as read. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Kempkes, Mr. Fahl, and Mr. Presley. Alderperson voting nay: Mr. Namtzu. Carried. Ordinance published as a separate entry.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Fahl granting a renewal Class B Retail Combination License to Silmark, Inc., with the understanding that Silmark, Inc. will be open for business no later than August 24, 2002, upon the recommendation of the Licensing Committee. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Kempkes to send a letter to the Price County Board of Supervisors in support of proposed Price Count Airport expansion. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Fahl, and Mr. Kempkes. Alderperson voting nay: Mr. Presley. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl accepting the resig​nation of Paul M. Tolbert from the Common Council. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to adjourn. Carried.
