COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a public hearing and meeting held in the council room on July 22, 2002.

Mayor Boho called the public hearing to order at 7:00 PM to receive comments and discussion on the application for Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds. Council members present as listed below. Mrs. Satterwhite and City Attorney Bilz, absent.

A visitors attendance sheet was circulated.

Joy Joseph, CDBG grant application preparer, informed visitors in attendance and council members of the following items of information pertaining to the application process:

1. Funds from this type of grant can be used for economic development, housing rehabilitation, and provision of funds to be used for jobs development.

2. The 3rd, 4th, and 5th wards are in the target area. Potential funds to be geared toward low-to-moderate income people (home owners). There are many vacant homes in the target area.

3. Additions to homes, garages, or purchases of appliances cannot be covered by grant funds.

4. Cooperation with lending institutions could enable a low-to-moderate income family to purchase a fixer-upper home.

5. Renter occupied housing can be assisted with grant funds if said housing is rented to low-to-moderate income renters.

6. The City of Phillips would be competing with other units of govern​ment for federal grant funds.

A representative from wells Fargo Mortgage Group, stated that this type of grant is a good deal for lending institutions and home owners. Housing rehabilitation loans when paid off revert back to the City to provide funds for help with other projects.

Mr. Lasee asked if contractors selected to work on grant funded projects are required to be licensed by the State.  Ms. Joseph stated that contractors representing construction specialties requiring a license would be required to be licensed.

Marshall Vich, private home owner: Is there a cap on amount of loan for individual home owner? Ms. Joseph: Probably around $10,000.00.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Lasee to close the public hear​ing. Carried. Public hearing closed at 7:35 PM.

Mr. Kempkes stated that if he is elected to the State Assembly, he will continue to serve on the Common Council. Serving on both groups is legal. Mr. Kempkes feels obligated to the voters of the City of Phillips to complete his term on the Common Council.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Fahl accepting the updated list of council committee assignments, as prepared by Mayor Boho.  Alderp​ersons voting aye: Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, and Mr. Kempkes. Alderperson voting nay: Mr. Presley. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to adjourn. Carried.
