Review Minutes June 24, 2002

Motion by Jeffrey Fahl, seconded by Edward Lasee to accept the minutes as presented.  CARRIED

Price Youth Activities, Ltd. Lease

Paul Precour gave an overview of the lease agreement to the new committee members.  Paul communicates with Director of Public Works Terry Staroba when improvements are made but would also like to meet with one of the board members once a year to give them updates.

Mayor Boho asked Recreation Chair, Jeffrey Fahl, if he would like to be the City of Phillips council representative at the Price Youth Activities meetings.  Jeffrey stated that he would.

According to Paul Precour, Price Youth Activities, Ltd., would like to retain the $1,200 and use it to pay a high school senior or college student to perform maintenance work on all fields.

Leon Namtzu thought this sounded like a good idea.

Paul stated he would give the city a list of expenditures verifying where the money was spent.  Paul is also planning on asking the school to make some changes that would benefit the parks.

Motion by Jeffrey Fahl, seconded by Edward Lasee to recommend to the Common Council to approve a change in the lease agreement with Price Youth Activities, Ltd. where the Price Youth Activities, Ltd. will retain the $1,200 previously paid to the City of Phillips with the understanding that said money will be used for summer wages and improvements made to the baseball fields in the City of Phillips.  CARRIED

Tree Management Program Update

Edith Weber, Phillips Tree Committee Chair, reported they received $1,725 from the AnnMarie Foundation and 58 high bred elm trees from the City of Antigo.  Edith and Linda Windmoeller have planted 13 of them and are working on the rest.  They are also in the process of rewriting the ordinance that deals with trees in the city.  They plan on including in the ordinance a section stating that a permit is needed to cut, plant & prune trees in the city limits.  The PhillipsTree Committee will work with Director of Public Works Terry Staroba and BPW Chair Leon Namtzu on what to budget for next year.  Edith and Linda are planning on planting some trees on the south side of Flambeau Ave.

DPW Working Schedule

Director of Public Works Terry Staroba, would like to put his crew on 10hour days, 4 days a week.  They would work from 6:00 AM to 4:00 PM with three 15 min. breaks.  They will waive the time and one half for anything over 8 hrs in a day during the summer schedule.

Garbage pickup will be changed to Monday and Thursday with pickup starting at 6:00 am.

Motion by Edward Lasee, seconded by Jeffrey Fahl, to approve the work schedule of four 10 hour days during the summer months with three 15-minute breaks and no overtime for over 8 hrs in a day.  CARRIED

Four Seasons Development Project

Director of Public Works Terry Staroba talked with the engineer from the Four Seasons Development Project about the roads being built in the development.  Terry states these roads need to wait until next year before they curb/gutter and blacktop them.  Leon Namtzu agrees that these roads need to settle a lot more before they put any blacktop on them. The Board of Public Works has requested the city clerk send a letter to Barry Wehmiller Company with the recommendation they have made.

Motion by Leon Namtzu, seconded by Edward Lasee to recommend to Barry Wehmiller Company to leave the new roads in the Four Seasons Development set over the winter and to curb and gutter and pave them next summer or the City of Phillips may not accept them.  CARRIED

WWTP Project

Jim Brunette talked to John Martwick about all the problems at the plant.  He went into detail about what is wrong and what will be done to correct these problems.

It may be a problem getting EPI back, however, Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. could get the work done and then go after EPI legally.

The roof at the plant needs to be addressed.  He thinks the board approved this before, but will check into it.

Don Heikkila gave an update on how the plant is doing.  He stated it has been up and running since January.  They had a couple of set backs but things are looking real good now.  The July reports were below the permit levels.  One problem is the turn around time on the testing.  It takes two weeks to get the results back so you have to treat for two weeks ago and that makes things a little difficult.

Per Jim Brunette the start-up service budget is getting close to being used up.  He recommends the city agree to an additional 4 months at $1,500 per month to extend these services until all the bugs are worked out.  He also recommends we agree to an operator assistance at time and expense on a need only basis.  The DNR strongly suggest the City of Phillips keep Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. on for help in the future.

Motion by Edward Lasee, seconded by Jeffrey Fahl, to recommend to the Common Council to extend the start-up services with Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. for the next four months on a time & expense basis with an approximate expense of $1,500/month.  CARRIED

Motion by Leon Namtzu, seconded by Jeffrey Fahl to recommend to the Common Council to pay Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. invoices as listed.

Invoice 8359 = $110.83, 8432 = $1,000.00, 8433 = $1916.67, 8434 = $254.73, 8550 = $1000, 8551 = $482.30, 8552 = $391.60, 8592 = $222.58 for a total amount of $5,378.71.

Motion by Leon Namtzu, seconded by Jeffrey Fahl to recommend to the Common Council to pay Strand Electrical Services, Inc. final pay request in the amount of $13, 523.19 contingent on Strand Electrical getting the conduit work finished.  CARRIED

Motion by Jeffrey Fahl, seconded by Ed Lasee to recommend to the Common Council to pay Miron Construction Co., Inc. the final pay request in the amount of $12,396.00 contingent on completion of landscaping.  CARRIED

Runoff, Deltox, Inc. Property

Mr. Stolen has been contacted about the runoff problem that exist on his property.  He is going to install another lateral.

Director of Public Works Terry Staroba, stated that Mr. Stolen would like the city’s help in addressing this problem.

Leon Namtzu stated that the building was sold to him as is, where is and that this is his problem.

Motion by Leon Namtzu, seconded by Jeffrey Fahl that Mr. Stolen is to correct his problem with the water runoff at his own expense.  CARRIED
