COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meet​ing held in the council room on August 6, 2002.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 7:02 PM. Council members present as listed below.

Others present:  Officer Lobermeier, Ginger Geng, D.P.W. Staroba, Library Director Hendricks, Edith Weber, Penny Hlasny, Joe Karpinski, Marvel Cole, Dorothy Hanish, and Lorry Hanish.

The following are public comments:

Mrs. Geng:  I am here to complain about the junky trailer located close to my property on Shaw Street.

City Attorney Bilz:  The trailer in question was on site prior to the adoption of the city’s junk ordinance.

Mr. Namtzu:  The Wisconsin Department of Transportation, via written correspondence, dated June 17, 2002, stated that because of the cross walk, a parking space is not available in front of the Belan Realty building at 265 North Lake Avenue.

Mr. Presley:  I have received information that smoking is being allowed in the Municipal Center building. There should also be more strict en​forcement of the long grass ordinance.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley accepting the minutes of meetings held on July 2, July 11, and July 22, 2002. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to raze the former garage building located on the city parking lot. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite approving the renewal agreement lease with Phillips Youth Activities, Ltd. and the City of Phillips, as amended, upon the recommendation of the Board of Public Works. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Fahl approving the hire of Michael P. Konig, upon the recommendation of the Police Committee.  Mr. Konig will serve as a part time patrolman with the Phillips Police Department, Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderperson voting nay: Mr. Presley.  Mrs. Satterwhite stated that this hire will not increase the total number of employees in the department.

City Attorney Bilz, based on research, stated that day care operations with 8 or less children should not need a city issued conditional use permit to operate.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Fahl appointing Barbara Meyer to the Phillips Library Board, filling the vacancy created by the resignation of LeeAnn Schmidmayr, upon the recommendation of Mayor Boho. Carried.

City Attorney Bilz presented a letter of resignation to Mayor Boho, effective October 1, 2002.

Council members set a date of September 5, 2002 at 7:00 PM for the regular council meeting in September, 2002. The meeting date was set because of the Labor Day Holiday in that week.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl approving contract revision #5, start-up services extension of four months, WWTP Improve​ments Project, Kaempfer & Associates, Inc., at an estimated cost of $6,000.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl approving payment of the following invoices submitted by Kaempfer & Associates, Inc: #8359 in the amount of $110.83, #8432 in the amount of $1,000.00, #8433 in the amount of $1,916.67, #8434 in the amount of $254.73, #8550 in the amount of $1,000.00, #8551 in the amount of $482.30, #8552 in the amount of $391.60, #8592 in the amount of $222.58. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu approving final pay request of Strand Electrical Services, in the amount of $13,523.19, WWTP Improvements Project. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Fahl approving final pay request of Miron Construction Company, Inc., in the amount of $12,396.00 WWTP Improvements Project, contingent upon completion of construction punch list items. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Lasee approving payment of $84,660.00, Pay Request #3, J & L Excavating, LLC., Victoria Street Project. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Lasee approving payment of the following invoices submitted by Ayres Associates: #82004 in the amount of $351.96, #82008 in the amount of $10,119.81, #81438 in the amount of $3,933.52, #81435 in the amount of $15,574.54. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite to pay invoices in the amount of $204,409.08, check numbers 46119 through 46265, and invoices in the amount of $28,38930, TID check numbers 22 and 23, and invoice in the amount of $2,108.64, ‘91 WDE-EDP check number 1129. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Kempkes to adjourn. Carried.
