COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a special meeting held in the council room on August 20, 2002.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Council members present as listed below.

Visitors present:  Lynn Lutz, Jane Curran, Ginger Geng, Elaine Schwemmer, Barbara Revak, Police Chief Moore.

Lynn Lutz, CPA, briefed council members on the 2001 Audit Report, and other items:

1. The 2001 City of Phillips Audit Report was favorable. Nothing unusual in city operations and accounting procedures was noticed.

2. Budget Year 2004 will have to include a system to list City assets, liabilities, and other items, per GASB #34. Prep work to set the program in place to accomplish this task should be done in Budget Year 2003. Firms specializing in this type of preparation work charge around $2,500.00 to set up a program, and anywhere from $500.00 to $700.00 a year to maintain the program, if desired by the City.

3. Presented an audit contract to the council members for Audit Years 2002, 2003, 2004, 2005, and 2006, for their consideration.

4. Mrs. Satterwhite asked Mrs. Lutz if employee overtime hours/pay could be tracked in the city budget format. Mrs. Lutz stated that specific departments could track overtime in their respective department budget formats.

5. Mr. Kempkes asked Mrs. Lutz if the city owned water-sewer utility could assist the general government with funds on a temporary basis when an emergency type need would arise. Mrs. Lutz stated that this possibility would have to be looked into regarding legalities and procedures.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite accepting the resignation of City attorney Gregg A. Bilz, effective October 1, 2002. Carried.

Mr. Kempkes left the meeting

at 7:45 PM to attend to other

business.

Mr. Lasee briefed council members on the following items related to a former mobile home located on property bordering Shaw Street:

1. The mobile home (trailer) sits on disputed property (who is the correct property owner)

2. The vehicle in the yard, although unlicensed, is not in a state of severe disrepair. It is not considered to be a junked vehicle.

3. The mobile home (trailer) would not be considered a health hazard until, or if, health of surrounding property owners was effected.

Motion by Mrs. Satterwhite, seconded by Mr. Namtzu, on behalf of the Zoning Committee, to contact Nancy Marshall, Price County Public Health Nurse, to check out the trailer (mobile home) in question, as presented by Mr. Lasee, to determine health hazard conditions, if any. CARRIED

Motion by Mrs. Satterwhite, seconded by Mr. Lasee to refund a fee in the amount of $100.00, representing payment for a public hearing to consider a conditional use permit to operate a day care center, to Connie Boho. Legal opinion determined that a day care center with 8 or less children does not require a City of Phillips conditional use permit to operate. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderperson abstaining: Mr. Presley. Alderperson voting nay: Mr. Fahl. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Fahl to hire Brian E. Kerne as recommended by the B.P.W., to be employed in the Department of Public Works. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu and Mrs. Satterwhite. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to amend a segment of the minutes of the Common Council meeting held on February 5, 2002, as reads, ‘approving the plat, street names, including changing current street name of Woodfield Court to Woods Court, and covenants of the proposed Four Seasons Development Project’, is amended to read, ‘adop​ting Resolution #1028’,
RESOLUTION #1028

WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Phillips recognizes the importance and value of the development of property owned by Four Seasons Community Development Corporation, and

WHEREAS, cooperation with Four Seasons Community Development Corporation and the City of Phillips will result in added property assessment value.
