COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a public hearing and special meeting held in the council room on September 10, 2002.

Mayor Boho called the public hearing to order at 7:00 PM to receive comments and discussion on the application for Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds. Council members present as listed below.

Joy Joseph, CDBG grant application preparer, informed visitors in attendance and council members of the following items listed in the application.

1. The City of Phillips is asking for a CDBG Grant in the amount of $500,000:

a. Renter/Owner rehab - $434,000

b. Homestead downpayment/closing - $21,000

c. Homestead rehab - $45,000

2. About 10% of local staff will be used in this project.

3. Joy is asking for 30 months to complete this project.

4. The city will pay ½ of the down payment plus closing cost for income eligible applicants that purchase a house.

5. $15,000 per household will be available to rehab a house if purchased in the target area under the Homestead program.

6. Loans will be 100% deferred at 0% interest rate with a full payoff when sold.

7. Landlords will have to make a monthly payment with 0% interest.

8. Lead based paint will be an issue and if applicant has to be displaced the city will have to pick up the cost.

9. The state will rank our application and we will be notified in February of 2003 if awarded.

10. $50,000 will be available from repaid loans from previous grant to be used any where in the city if income eligible.


Elvis Presley stated since he has been head of the Grants and Aids Committee, he found out that the city hasn’t done anything since 1983.  He feels that Joy Joseph has done an excellent job.  Joy had Nancy Diegnau and Teresa Presley help her with the surveys.

RESOLUTION #1029

Relating to the City of Phillips participation in the Wisconsin Community Development Block Grant housing program for Small Cities.

WHEREAS, federal monies are available under the Wisconsin Community Development Block Grant Housing Program, administered by the State of Wisconsin, Department of Administration, Division of Housing, for the purpose of housing activities; and

WHEREAS, after public meeting and due consideration, the Common Council has recommended that an application be submitted to the State of Wisconsin for the Following projects:

Residential housing rehabilitation, low-to-moderate income home owners.  Rental housing rehabilitation, low-to-moderate income renters.  Purchase and rehabilitation of housing units to be owned by low-to-moderate income owner/owners, with financial assistance of cooperating lending institutions.

WHEREAS, it is necessary for the Common Council to approve the preparation and filing of an application for the City of Phillips to receive funds from this program; and

WHEREAS, THE common Council has reviewed the need for the proposed projects and the benefits to be gained therefrom;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Common Council of the City of Phillips does approve and authorize the preparation and filing of an application for the above-named projects; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, THAT THE mayor is hereby authorized to sign all necessary documents of behalf of the City of Phillips; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, 
THAT AUTHORITY IS HEREBY GRANTED TO THE common Council to take the necessary steps to prepare and file the appropriate application for funds under this program in accordance with this resolution.
