BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS PROCEEDINGS
Of the Board of Public Works of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on September 23, 2002.

Leon Namtzu called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

Committee members present:  Mayor Boho, Leon Namtzu, Jeffrey Fahl, Edward Lasee, Terry Staroba and Barb Revak.

Visitors present: Grace Kielsmeier, Edith Weber and Linda Windmoeller.

Public Comment

Resolution #1030

Edith Weber explained the Urban Forestry Grant Application.  She stated the three main things in the application are as follows:

1. City will write a tree ordinance.

2. Tree pruning- done by committee members and volunteers.

3. Tree education classes for the citizens of Phillips.

The budget pages of the application include a total amount of $20,977.82 of which $7,910.90 would be grant money, $7,910.92 would be city funds and $5,156 would be donated services.

Linda and Edith wanted to know if the city would budget the amount needed for the year 2003.  The board thought this would be possible.  They would have to budget the full amount because the grant money wouldn’t be received until the following year.

Motion by Edward Lasee, seconded by Jeffrey Fahl to recommend to the Common Council to pass Resolution #1030 dealing with the Urban Forestry Grant Application.  Carried

Review Minutes August 26, 2002

Motion by Jeffrey Fahl, seconded by Edward Lasee to accept the minutes as presented.  CARRIED

Sell Former City Hall Property


Leon Namtzu talked to Rick Lukes about the old city hall building and Rick doesn’t think Price County is going to do anything about it.  Leon feels the city should sell this building while it is still in good shape and get it back on the tax roll.


Edward Lasee mentioned that the city has to look at the fuel tank issue and the siren.  He feels that the city should also put in a second siren on the north end of town with the money from the sale of the building and property.  According to the assessment the building is worth around $35,000 and the land $30,000 although these prices include the street.  The city should also sell the land with the highway frontage.  The tractor could be moved over to the new city hall.


Terry Staroba stated that the city crew could remove the old tank but there would have to be soil testing done.  Edward Lasee will get prices on soil testing.


Motion by Jeffrey Fahl, seconded by Edward Lasee to recommend to the Common Council to proceed with the sale of the old city hall and property.  Carried

City Owned Parking Lot- Sell or Blacktop


Jeffrey Fahl stated that the city needs to decide if they are going to keep the parking lot or sell it.  Edward Lasee is going to ask the merchants downtown what their feelings are.


Terry Staroba will have his crew bring the lot to grade and ready for paving but will let it set this winter and pave it in the spring.  Terry Staroba doesn’t want to pave it at this time because large boulders were removed which made the ground unstable and it needs time to heal.  Letting it sit over the winter will do this.

DBE Contract Actual Utilization


Motion by Jeffrey Fahl, seconded by Edward Lasee to recommend to the Common Council to sign the DBE Contract.  Carried

Lane Tank Proposal

Terry Staroba had Lane Tank do some minor work and check the water tanks for needed repair.  The city budgeted $30,000 in 2001 and $30,000 in 2002 for this project.  Lane tank gave a proposal of $64,900.  Terry stated that this will have to go out on bids and would like to have this done in the year 2003.


Motion by Edward Lasee, seconded by Jeffrey Fahl to recommend to the Common Council to advertise for bids to refurbish the water towers.  Carried

Update on Projects – Victoria Street and WWTP

Victoria Street:  The project is done, however Ayres has not collected all the lien waivers so there is no final payrequest at this time.

WWTP:  Leon Namtzu states the punch list is not completed yet.

Invoice Payment

Motion by Edward Lasee, seconded by Jeffrey Fahl to recommend to the Common Council to pay Kaempfer and Associates invoice #8633 in the amount of $1,781.74 and #8634 in the amount of $949.99.  Carried

Motion by Jeffrey Fahl, seconded by Ed Lasee to recommend to the Common Council to pay Mealman Electric’s invoice in the amount of $495.00.
