BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS

Of the Board of Public Works of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on January 30, 2003.

Leon Namtzu called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

Committee members present: Mayor Boho, Leon Namtzu, Jeffrey Fahl, and Edward Lasee.

Visitors present: Terry Staroba, Barb Revak, John Martwick, John Iverson and Linda Windmoeller.

Public Comment

Review Minutes from December 16, 2002 Meeting

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Lasee to accept the December 16, 2002 minutes as presented.  Carried

USDA Loan for Argyle Ave.

Deputy Clerk/Treasurer Revak presented the committee with information she had received from Barb Brewster as follows:

1. The City of Phillips is eligible for loan money but no grant money.

2. The Sewer Loan of approximately $670,000 would be a 4.5% fixed interest 40-year loan, no penalty for early payoff and a quarterly payment of approximately $9,052.00.

3. The Street Loan of approximately $700,000 would be at 4 5/8% fixed interest 20 year G.O. loan, no penalty for early payoff and an annual payment of approximately $54,404.

After some discussion it was decided that the dollar amounts might not be correct.  John Iverson will get in touch with Barb Brewster on the figures.

Put this on the agenda for the next BPW meeting.

Procedures for Enforcing City Ordinance 13.08

Deputy Clerk/Treasurer Revak presented the BPW with a procedure on handling the illegal hook-ups.  It is as follows:

1. Inspection of premises

2. Notice of non-compliance and 30 day warning given by one of the following methods:

a. Certified Mail with return receipt requested (if owner is not present)

b. Hand delivered with signature receipt (if owner is present)

3. Re-inspection 30 days from original notice.

4. If non-compliance is still evident:

a. If owner states and can verify that a plumber has been lined up to correct the non-compliance issues then an additional 30 days may be granted.

b. If no attempt has been made to correct the non-compliance issues after 30 days then a citation shall be issued.

c. If after 60 days from original notice of non-compliance the owner has still made no attempt to correct the non-compliance issues the city upon approval of the BPW shall hire a plumber to fix the problems and place the charges as an assessment on the owner’s property taxes.

Motion by Mr. Lasee, seconded by Mr. Fahl to recommend to the Common Council to accept the illegal sanitary sewer connection procedure.  Carried

Purchase of Fire Sirens and Locations

After some discussion it was decided the best locations for the new fire sirens would be at the fire hall and out by the airport.  Mr. Namtzu will check with Nate Nez to make sure the airport location won’t be a problem.  The purchase of these sirens is not in the 2003 budget.  The intention was to purchase them with the proceeds from the sale of the old city hall.  A budget adjustment needs to be made at the time of purchase and sale.

Motion by Mr. Lasee, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to recommend to the Common Council to proceed with the purchase of 2 new fire sirens and locate one at the fire hall and one out by the airport.  Carried

Consolidated Group Safety Management Program

Mr. Namtzu stated the WWTP Supervisor John Martwick received a flyer on a program offered by Wisconsin Rural Water Association for safety management and he feels the City of Phillips should be involved in it.  Mr. Namtzu is going to contact them to set up a presentation.

Chamber Resolution on ATV Usage on Designated Areas

Mr. Namtzu hasn’t seen any resolution from the Chamber of Commerce.  There was some discussion on the pro’s and con’s.  Mr. Lasee mentioned that it wouldn’t pay to open up the city streets if there are no connecting trails.  The committee agreed that they need more information so the issue was tabled.

Rental Service Corp. Agreement

Mr. Namtzu explained that there was a need to rent an Art Boom Lift Truck for trimming trees.  This tree trimming is part of the Tree Management Program.  He gave his permission to go ahead and rent it and wanted to make sure this was OK.  Mayor Boho feels that Mr. Namtzu and Mr. Staroba should be able to take care of the issues related to this project on their own with out needing prior approval.  Mr. Staroba recommends the City of Phillips rent this boom-lift on a yearly basis to trim trees.

Mr. Staroba requests the Board of Public Works approve a bonus for Jeff Williams for his extra work on the Tree Management Program.

Put this on the agenda for the next Common Council meeting at the recommendation of Mayor Boho.

Linda Windmoeller gave a report on the progress of the Tree Management Program.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Lasee to recommend to the Common Council to approve the agreement with Rental Service Corporation for the use of an art boom lift truck to trim trees in the City of Phillips.  Carried

Sump Pump Replacement Invoice-Marion DeLasky

Marion DeLasky presented the City of Phillips with a bill from Johnson’s Hardware in the amount of $152.96 for the replacement of a sump pump.  There was some discussion on whether or not to pay this bill.  The Phillips Water/Sewer Department was planning on purchasing sump pumps in bulk for citizens that needed them with the understanding that the citizens would have to pay installation costs.  Mr. Namtzu wants to see if someone from the Water/Sewer Department told Marion DeLasky that she needed to have this done.  Mr. Namtzu tabled this issue until more information can be obtained.

Bid Award-Skid Loader

Mr. Staroba, Director of Public Works, stated he had his crew try out 5 different Skid Loaders.  He checked with the mechanic, Mr. Matsick to see what he thought and everyone agreed with the Gehl S14635dxt from Kucs’s Implement in the amount of $13,250 was the better buy.  Terry was also sent a letter explaining that every year from the date of purchase the City of Phillips could trade in the Skid Loader for a brand new one, equipped the same, for $1,000.  Also the City of Phillips is entitled to free rental of any attachment for a year.  If the City of Phillips makes a trade every year the free rental would extend every year.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Lasee to accept the bid from Kocs’s Implement for a new Skid Loader with broom in the amount of $13,250.  Carried

Motion by Mr. Lasee, seconded by Mr. Fahl to recommend to the Common Council to spend set aside funds from the Equipment Replacement Fund in the amount of $13,250 for the purchase of a new Skid Loader and also increase the Machinery and Equipment Capital Outlay line item for the same amount.  Carried

Invoices Review and Payment Recommendation

Kaempfer & Associates Inc. Invoices are to be held.  There is going to be a meeting on Feb 12, 2003 to discuss all the issues at the WWTP.

Motion by Mr. Lasee, seconded by Mr. Fahl to adjourn.  CARRIED
