BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS

Of the Board of Public Works of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on May 20, 2003.

Mr. Namtzu called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

Committee members present: Mayor Boho, Leon Namtzu, Jeffrey Fahl, and Patti Wenzel.

Visitors present: Terry Staroba, Barb Revak, John Iverson, Cathy Moritz, Bob Moritz, Meredith Hueckman and Ed Belan.

Public Comment

Mr. Fahl wanted to know if there was a parking layout for the parking lot at the corner of Chestnut St. and Hwy 13.  Mr. Staroba stated there was a plan previously drawn up that included Chestnut St. and he was going to work off of that but exclude the Chestnut St. section.  Mr. Fahl found a copy of the layout, which had angle parking.  After looking at it the committee decided that angle parking would not work.  Mr. Fahl had a suggested layout that may work.  Mr. Staroba will mark out the parking lot to see if Mr. Fahl’s layout would work.

WWTP By-Pass

According to Mr. Staroba, on the weekend of May 10th and 11th there was 7 to 10 inches of rain and then an additional 3 inches.  The plant seemed to be handling things ok until 7:30 Sunday morning when they had to do a 2-hour by-pass.  This has been reported to the DNR.  The treatment plant workers have been checking houses for illegal hook-ups and the City of Phillips has purchased 50 sump pumps and crocks to give to the citizens that need them.  If a person can’t afford to pay to have the sump pump installed the expense could be placed on their property tax as a special charge.  Mr. Namtzu stated that a list needs to be kept of the people who receive the sump pumps.

Review Minutes of Meeting Held on April 28, 2003

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to approve the minutes of the meeting held on April 28, 2003.  Carried.

Belan Realty Customers Parking Area

Mr. Belan would like to use the loading zone on Cty H for his customers and wanted to know if it could be changed to a 10 to 15 minute parking instead of loading.  Mr. Namtzu is concerned that people would park there longer and it wouldn’t be open for the delivery trucks.  Mayor Boho is concerned that even with 10 to 15 minute parking restrictions there could be cars parked there all day long.  Mr. Belan stated that he is a business just like the Freight House but a different commodity, his customers load and unload people.  Mr. Namtzu will check into this further and see if something can’t be worked out.

Water Tower Paint Color

Mr. Staroba, Director of Public Works, checked with Lane Tank on changing the color of the water tower located at 146 Balsam Street to orange and black with a logo.  If the color is changed then the old paint, which is lead based, would have to be removed at a $200,000 expense.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to recommend to the Common Council to stay with the existing color.  Carried

Driveway Installation/Access-Cathy Moritz

Ms. Moritz has acquired a parcel of land from her father Bob Moritz that borders Hillcrest Road and she would like to install a driveway on that section.  The Committee saw no problem with this.  Ms. Moritz would also like to annex into the city so that she could have city sewer and water.  Ms. Moritz was told to contact Mr. Lamoreaux, City Clerk/Treasurer, as to the procedures for annexation.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Fahl granting driveway access to Cathy Moritz from Hillcrest Rd.  Carried

Fire Hall Expansion/Remodeling-Ayres Associates

Mr. Iverson presented the committee with a proposal of $2,500 to do a cost study of the expansion/remodeling needed at the Fire Hall.  Mayor Boho stated that Mr. Presley thought the City was going to compare the cost of expanding/remodeling the existing Fire Hall or expanding/remodeling the Municipal Center.  Discussion resulted in the decision that expanding/remodeling the Municipal Center would not be a good idea because the City of Phillips Community needs this building to hold functions and it would be too congested for the fire trucks and ambulances when they leave.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to recommend to the Common Council to proceed with the Fire Hall expansion study.  Carried
