 Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Fahl to receive and place on file minutes of meetings held on June 3 and June 12, 2003, as presented. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Fahl adopting the ordinance of annexation as requested by Cathy A. Moritz, Property Owner. Alder-persons voting aye: Mr. Fahl, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Ordinance of Annex​ation published as a separate entry. Carried.

A meeting date and time for the Police Committee was set by Committee Chair Kempkes, July 29, 2003 at 7:00 PM.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Fahl to pay invoices, as reviewed and recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee, in the total amount of $202,719.33. Carried.

Mr. Robert Martin, representing the Northwest Regional Planning Commission and Northcentral Technical Institute, briefed council members on the need for an update of the 1997 Comprehensive Plan of the City of Phillips. The update, if activated by the Common Council, would be good for about five years. The cost for an update could be in the range of $7,500.00.

Mr. Marshall informed council members that action on the request of Jim Yanich for the rezoning of property should have taken place 30 days from the date of the council meeting considering the recommendation of the Phillips Planning Commission. The 30 day period has elapsed. Mr. Yanich is still interested in the rezoning of property. The process of administering this request should be started from the beginning.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to adjourn. Carried. Meeting adjourned at 8:15 PM.
