BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS

Of the Board of Public Works of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room, Municipal Center, Phillips, Wisconsin, on July 21, 2003.

Chair Namtzu called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Committee members present: Leon Namtzu, Patti Wenzel, and Jeff Fahl. Committee members absent: None.

Mr. Bill West presented a summary of activities to members of the B. P. W., and highlighted the following items of discussion:

1. The wastewater treatment plant is not operating biologically at this time due to a severe toxicity problem. The source/sources of the toxicity problem have tentatively been determined.

2. The sewer use code (ordinance) currently in place lacks two components: A mechanism to watch for foreign influent, and legal enforcement procedure if source/sources of foreign influent is determined.

3. A recording PH meter (tracking device) should be installed at the wastewater treatment plant to determine influent contents.

4. Major users of the plant facility should be identified. A dis​charge permit system should be initiated by the utility.

5. Mr. West, at the direction of the B.P.W., will request the D.N.R. to send him information needed to request categorical regulation of local industry/industries. This would aid the utility in determining discharge limits of various substances, and other information.

Attorney Deda suggested that the B.P.W. should further discuss the problem of toxicity, and specific substances leaking into the influent that may result in legal actions at a closed meeting.

Attorney Deda left the

meeting at 7:30 PM.

B.P.W. members set a meeting date (closed session) and time of Wednesday, July 30, 2003 at 3:00 PM, regarding operational capacity of the wastewater treatment plant, and source of toxic substances in the influent.
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Mrs. Wenzel asked if jet vacuuming a specific sewer main to rid said main of toxic accumulation would harm the sewer main piping? Mr. Martwick stated that the piping is plastic and would not be harmed.

Mr. John Iverson, Ayres Associates,

attended the meeting at 7:49 PM.

Mr. West and Mr. Martwick left the

meeting at 7:50 PM.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Fahl to receive and place on file the minutes of the meeting held on June 23, 2003. Carried.

B.P.W. members set the date and time of August 25, 2003 at 7:00 PM, for the regular monthly meeting.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Fahl to close the city beach until a volunteer group can be found to clean the area. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Fahl to purchase a demonstrator crack fill kettle for the Department of Public Works for $22,500.00, kettle has less than 300 hours use, with the following purchase procedures:

1.
$10,000.00 out of the Street Equipment Fund this year.

2.
$12,500.00 out of the Street Equipment Fund in Budget Year 2004.

Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Fahl directing Mrs. Wenzel to work up a procedure for awards to property owners who maintain their properties in an exceptional manner. Carried.

Board members reviewed the following invoices presented by Clerk-​Treasurer Lamoreaux:

Mr. Namtzu informed members that there is no room for a parking space in the front of the Belan Realty building. He plans to suggest to Mr. Belan to utilize the grassy area alongside of his building for parking area, with the possible cooperation of the Express Mart business property.

D.P.W. Staroba informed members that the two new sirens are on line and operational: Either 6 or 8 seconds up, and 6 or 8 seconds down for a fire department call, and a steady 8 minute sound for a natural, and/or other potential threat. The old siren at 146 Balsam Street has been deactivated.
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Mr. Fahl suggested that the sirens be tested on a regular basis to be sure of the operation. Mr. Namtzu suggested testing at noon on the first Monday of a given month.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to adjourn. Carried.
