The following are comments related to the draft sewer use ordinance presented by Mr. West of Blue Iris Environmental, Inc:

Mr. West:  The concepts outlined in this draft should be evaluated by the governing body. A permit based system should be in place to provide a controlled and regulated use of the utility sewer system. Designated limits for all metal substances should be recognized at the end of the main not at the end of the process. A surcharge process could be considered pertaining to allowable limits pertaining to phosphorus. City Attorney Marshall: This draft sewer use ordinance presented by Mr. West is well thought out (fleshed out).

Mr. West distributed copies of Phosphorus Limit Considerations to council members.
