BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS

Of the Board of Public Works at a regular meeting held in the council room on January 7, 2004.

Chairman Fahl called the meeting to order at 4:00 PM. Committee members present: Jeffrey Fahl, Linda Johnson and Patti Wenzel. 

Visitors present: Mayor Boho, Terry Staroba, Barb Revak, John Martwick, Todd Toelle, Chris Kaempfer, Lonn Franson, Duane Grube and Mark Chrouser.

Public Comment:

Mayor Boho:  I want to commend Director of Public Works, Terry Staroba, on the prompt response and repair of the water line break.

Review Minutes of Meeting Held on December 2, 2003:
Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mrs. Johnson to accept the minutes of the meeting held on December 2, 2003 as presented.  Carried

Set Meeting Date and Time:

February 9 at 4:00 PM
Sewer Backup and Expenses at 125 County Rd F

Duane Grube:  It was his understanding that the lift station on County Road F was responsible for the sewer backup at the property he just purchased.  Apparently the pump at the lift station had malfunctioned and forced the sewage into the tank located on the property at 125 County Rd F.  When the tank was full it was forced into the house.  There have been expenses of $2,950.01 incurred and Mr. Grube would like to be reimbursed.

Mr. Fahl:  Was this the fault of the City of Phillips?

Mr. Martwick:  Yes, the pump had malfunctioned.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mrs. Johnson to recommend to the Common Council to submit the claim of Duane Grube in the amount of $2,950.01 for expenses incurred due to a sewer backup on the property located at 125 County Rd F to the City of Phillips insurance company.  Carried

Operating Problems at the WWTP

Chris Kaempfer:  Information was presented on the WWTP workings.  The plant seems to be working now the way it was intended to.  This system eliminates the need to use chemicals.

Todd Toelle:  There has been a big decline in the bug growth with the cold weather.  The temperature in the tank has gone from 47 degrees to 43 degrees.  We have lost the major inflow from Lionite because they went to a new system to save money.  The discharge from Lionite was warm and that helped to keep the bugs warm.  We are having problems getting results and responses from Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. staff.  They don’t seem to agree with our ideas on how to improve some issues.

Lonn Franson:  We need to stay on track and discuss the 4 items that I had listed to be addressed at this meeting.

1. Septage Receiving Station:

a. Mr. Kaempfer:  The hauler is dumping rocks in the tank and the pump can’t handle it.

b. Mr. Toelle:  It has been a headache and a half working with the Kaempfer crew.  They don’t seem to want to listen to the ideas that Mr. Martwick and Mr. Toelle have suggested.

c. Mr. Martwick:  I feel a gravity feed line would work the best.

d. Mr. Kaempfer:  We could install a 4” pipe and larger pump with a cycle timer at a cost of about $5,000 to $6,000.

e. Mr. Martwick and Mr. Toelle want a gravity system with a stainless steel basket for the septiage receiving station.  This will include a 4” line with a 4” gate valve to control the flow into the plant.  This would also be less expensive.

2. Thickened Sludge Wet Well:

a. Mr. Kaempfer:  I was under the impression the freezing occurred due to long shut downs.

b. Mr. Martwick:  No, this is another example of the miscommunication with the Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. crew.

c. Mr. Kaempfer:  It sounds like you need to deal with me directly.

d. Mr. Martwick and Mr. Toelle:  That would be good.

e. Mr. Kaempfer:  A suggestion would be to use a water heater or blow warm air in or make some insulation panels that could easily be installed and removed when needed.  Another option would be to run effluent into it and have it backflow.

f. Mr. Martwick and Mr. Toelle will contact a local person and get some quotes to take care of this issue.

3. Sludge Storage Tank-freezing issue

a. Mr. Kaempfer:  Move valve from the bottom and feed from the top.

b. Mr. Toelle:  What about the chains and wires that go down the center?

c. Mr. Kaempfer:  You could remove them for the winter.

d. More ideas were discussed

e. Mr. Martwick:  I would like Mr. Kaempfer to come over to the plant so that I can explain and show him what I would like to have done.

4. Administration Building HVAC System

a. Mr. Kaempfer:  There was a problem with the contractor from day one.  This contractor is now out of business.  The issue of heat in the administration building will be taken care of.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mrs. Johnson to authorize the expenses for issue #1- Septage Receiving Station, corrected per Mr. Martwick and Mr. Toelle’s suggestion, issue #2- Thickened Sludge Wet Well, corrected per Mr. Martwick and Mr. Toelle’s suggestion, issue #3- Sludge Storage Tank-freezing, corrected per Mr. Martwick and Mr. Toelle’s suggestion.  Carried

Mr. Staroba:  Is there a time frame of when these issues need to be corrected by?  Some of the freezing issue should be addressed ASAP.

Mr. Franson:  I have no outstanding issues with the City of Phillips at this time.

Mr. Staroba:  I have talked to Mr. Rasmussen and he is going to look into the material and cost.  Mr. Rasmussen also stated that the Legion would possibly cover the cost.

Mr. Fahl:  Would you get back to us when you get the information from Mr. Rasmussen?

Mr. Staroba:  Yes

Review Invoices

Super Bee Septic-Invoice 4147-$870, for two portable toilets installed at Elk Lake Park from May thru October.

The invoice was forwarded to the City of Phillips by Chamber Director, Angie Hahn, with a letter stating the City of Phillips had agreed to pay for the portable toilets at Elk Lake Park.

Mayor Boho:  I don’t remember making that arrangement.

Mr. Fahl:  I don’t either.

D.C.C.T. Revak:  I remember last year it was decided at budget time that the Phillips Chamber of Commerce would receive $25,000 from the City of Phillips which would include the amount paid to them for Room Tax and the Chamber could manage the money how they saw fit.

Mayor Boho requested copies be made for Mrs. Johnson and himself to take to the next Chamber meeting.

Water/Sewer 2004 Budget

2004 Water/Sewer budget was presented.

1. Increase line item, Outside Services in the amount of $10,000 to cover expense for WWTP issues that will be addressed.

2. Mr. Fahl;  Wasn’t the line item Sewer Chemicals supposed to be reduced to $2,000?

3. Mr. Martwick would like it to stay at $3,500 for this year.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mrs. Johnson to recommend to the Common Council to accept the Water/Sewer 2004 budget as presented.  Carried
