BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS

Of the Board of Public Works at a regular meeting held in the council room on April 7, 2004.

Chairman Fahl called the meeting to order at 4:00 PM. Committee members present: Jeffrey Fahl, Linda Johnson and Patti Wenzel. 

Others present: Mayor Boho, Terry Staroba, Barb Revak, Angie Hahn, Mark Chrouser, Ira Hartmann, Joe Wolf, Ron Middleton, Alexandra Polacek, Jerald Frame,

Public Comment

Mrs. Hahn representing the Phillips Chamber of Commerce wanted to know what needed to be done to close off a street during the 4th of July Activities.  The Chamber is thinking about having a dance from 6:00 PM to 10:00 PM and it was suggested to them to use the city parking lot at the corner of Chestnut Street and Lake Avenue.

Mrs. Wenzel stated the city parking lot is needed for parking but suggested that Cherry Street is shut down for the auction and maybe they could have it over there.

Mr. Staroba brought up the fact that the street can only be shut down to the alley for emergency reasons and they should keep that in mind when planning.

Mrs. Hahn was told to let Mr. Staroba, Director of Public Works, know what the Chamber plans were and he would block it off.

Mrs. Wenzel asked what the City Policy was on Garden & Lawn debris being raked into the streets.

Mr. Staroba stated that the city ordinance states that no one can push anything into the city streets, snow, grass, leaves, etc.

Chamber Request-Payment of 2003 Invoice

Mr. Wolf requested the City of Phillips pay the invoice for the rental of Porta-Potties at Elk Lake Park in the year 2003.

Motion by Patti Wenzel to recommend to the Common Council to pay the invoice from Super Bee Septic in the amount of $870 for Porta-Potties at Elk Lake Park.  Motion died for lack of second.

Mr. Fahl wanted to know if Super Bee Septic had a standing order with the Chamber of Commerce or if they were contacted every year.

Mrs. Hahn said the manager of Super Bee Septic was pretty sure that the Phillips Chamber of Commerce called him to install the Porta-Potties.

It was discussed that the City of Phillips will budget this figure in the future but we don’t have it in the budget for 2003.

Chamber Request on Fireworks
Mr. Wolf, Chamber of Commerce, wanted to know if the City of Phillips would reduce the amount that was paid to the Chamber and pay for the fireworks directly.

Motion by Mrs. Johnson, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel, to directly pay for the 4th of July fireworks out of city funds and reduce the amount paid to the Phillips Chamber of Commerce at the end of the year.  Carried

Public Comment

Mr. Wolf is trying to help the 4th of July festivities grow.  He wanted to know if the City of Phillips is looking to be pro-active to help facilitate this idea.  

Mr. Staroba stated that having the fireworks at Elk Lake Park and close to the WWTP is a danger because of the Methane gas.  He also stated that people would go up in the Cemetery to watch and there would be damage to the graves and gravesites.  He is very strong on his feelings not to have the fire works at Elk Lake Park.

Mrs. Wenzel suggested that Mr. Wolf consult with Mr. Staroba, Director of Public Works, and Mr. Pisca, Fire Chief, if he has any ideas in the future.

Mr. Chrouser wanted to know why the Chamber wanted to move the location of the fire works.

Mr. Wolf would like to see everything centralized and have dances and a carnival, sort of like Park Falls.

Ridgewood Estates Mobile Home Park-Street Lighting 

Mr. Middleton, Ridgewood Estates Owner, wrote a letter to the City of Phillips addressing the issue of lighting in the mobile home park.  He understands the codes and that his roads are not city owned.  However, because of the cost of installing streetlights he would have to raise the lot rent.  Mr. Middleton would be willing to install yard lights for those tenants that want one with a switch and not charge them for the installation.  The tenants would only be responsible for the electricity used.

Ms. Polacek wanted to know why the City of Phillips would not install streetlights.

Mrs. Wenzel explained that the City of Phillips only installs lights where two or more city streets intersect and there aren’t any by the Mobile Home Park.

Mrs. Wenzel and Mrs. Johnson feel that Mr. Middleton’s suggestion is a very good one.

Mrs. Wenzel would like to see the issue of well lighted streets in the City Ordinances be addressed and reviewed at the next Ad-Hoc Committee meeting.

Mr. Harrington Request

Mr. Harrington sent a letter to the City of Phillips requesting a review and withdraw of the bill he was sent in the amount of $50.00 for sidewalk snow removal.

Motion by Mrs. Johnson, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to deny the request of Mr. Harrington.  Carried

Discussion Items

EQUIPMENT REPLACEMENT PROGRAM:

Mayor Boho wanted to note that when we got the snowfall while Mr. Staroba was out of town and he received a phone call about equipment breaking down, that he instructed Mr. Matsick to do what ever it took to get the snow cleaned up.

There was discussion on equipment replacement and buying verses leasing.

Mr. Staroba was instructed to start working on a plan for replacement in the future.

FIRE SIREN LOCATION:

Mayor Boho wanted it noted that it was his wife who has the complaint on the Fire Siren and that it is disturbing the kids that she has at her Day Care Center and their naptime.

Mrs. Johnson suggested putting it up higher so that the sound would carry out farther.  As it is right now you can’t hear it very far out.

Mr. Staroba and Mayor Boho stated that it is basically a warning siren and the reason it is used for fires is because it actually costs the city less money to use it more.

Mrs. Wenzel would like more information on raising it up higher and the sound traveling out more and less concentrated in the short distance.  She would like Mr. Staroba to check into this.

REVIEW INVOICES:

Blue Iris Invoice in the amount of $3,096.30.  This invoice is in regards to discharge permits and enforcing the new sewer use ordinance.

Additional cost on Price County Highway Department Bill in the amount of $1,888.91.  This cost was for snow removal help and equipment use.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mrs. Johnson to adjourn.  Carried
