BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS

Of the Board of Public Works at a regular meeting held in the council room on May 4, 2004.

Chairman Fahl called the meeting to order at 4:03 PM. Committee members present: Jeffrey Fahl, Linda Johnson and Patti Wenzel. 

Others present: Mayor Boho, Terry Staroba, Barb Revak, Mark Chrouser and John Martwick.

Public Comment

Mayor Boho:  Terry, can the cross walks be painted?  I have noticed that people aren’t stopping for pedestrians who are trying to cross the road.  When are you going to put up the pedestrian signs?  I think that would help.

DPW Staroba:  We can’t paint the lines until the weather gets warmer so the paint will dry fast, but I will have the crew put the signs up right away.  We had to take them down in the fall for snow plowing.

Mr. Fahl:  Wasn’t there something about DOT not wanting the signs there?

DPW Staroba:  They just said that they wouldn’t recommend it.  But if a city wanted to put the signs up it was OK.

Mrs. Wenzel:  Isn’t there some sort of rubber material that could be put down for the crosswalks that would last longer?

DPW Staroba:  It wouldn’t last any longer than the paint.

DCCT Revak:  I received a phone call from Sally Nez.  Sally and Mark Kopecky would like to have a Farmers Market every Saturday and wanted to know if the city would close Balsam Street so they could set up there.  I explained to her that the Sheriff’s Department would need that street to get in and out of their parking lot.  She asked for just half of the street or Elk Lake Park.

It was mentioned that they should use the County’s parking lot just off of Balsam Street.  Then it wouldn’t disturb the traffic and would still be visible.

DCCT Revak will call her and make that suggestion.

Chairman Fahl:  If they still want to use either Balsam Street or Elk Lake Park it is OK to put it on the agenda for next month.

DPW Staroba:  Barnes Street was supposed to have been abandoned back in ’83 or ’84, however, there is no record of it.  I would like to have it done now.

Discussion on where Barnes Street is, the procedure of abandonment, resolution and notices.

Discussion on the importance of the amendment and the effect the change may have for future references.

Discussion Items

1.  Review Invoices:

Blue Iris Invoice in the amount of $1,640.49.  This invoice is in regards to compliance testing at Marquip.  Discussion on whether or not this should be billed to Marquip.

Mr. Martwick, WWTP Supervisor, states that Marquip is still not totally in compliance.  They took samples 3 days and the phosphorus is off the charts.  Marquip is also not being very cooperative.

Discussion on enforcing the ordinance and what can be done.

Mr. Martwick will talk with Bill West on holding this invoice and billing out Marquip.

DCCT Revak is to hold this invoice until Mr. Martwick gets back to her.

Ayres Associates invoice in the amount of $1,004.38 for Sanitary Landfill Monitoring.  The invoice seemed high.  DCCT Revak will check into the amount.

2.  WWTP Briefing

Mr. Martwick, WWTP Supervisor, stated that the bugs are coming back slowly.  He has also been in touch with Lonn Franson, DNR, and was told to put the incident that caused the city’s phosphorus discharge to spike due to the discharge from Georgia Pacific in the report and there shouldn’t be any problems.


Discussion on comments received from citizens about being happy to see that the city was enforcing the new Water/Sewer Ordinance.

3.  DPW Activities
Mr. Staroba, Director of Public Works, presented the Board with a spreadsheet of all the equipment with information on the year purchased, hours used, miles, etc.  This will be used for an equipment replacement plan.

Chairman Fahl would like to see a column for useful life, and replacement cost added.

Public Comment

Mayor Boho:  The IDC wants the city to punch a road through to Hwy 13 in the Industrial Park for better access.  He can’t see spending money if there are no businesses out there.

Mrs. Wenzel:  Maybe there are no businesses because there is no road.

Mr. Chrouser:  The letter states that they would like the city to get an easement for a possible road in the future.

Chairman Fahl:  I will talk to the City Attorney about the situation.

More discussion led to Mayor Boho and Mr. Staroba contacting Mr. Moritz about acquiring and easement.  If this needs to be placed on the agenda for the next BPW meeting Chairman Fahl will contact the clerks office

Motion by Mrs. Johnson, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to adjourn.  Carried
