3.  Bid Out LRIP Project

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mrs. Johnson to bid out LRIP Avon Avenue project from Beebe Street to Balsam Street.  Carried

Discussion Items

1.  Review Invoices:

Invoices presented were ok to pay.

2.  Beautification Award to Property Owners from the City of Phillips:

Mrs. Wenzel has handled this project in the past and would like to do it again.  She has a Master Gardner and others to do the judging.  This award will be sponsored by the City of Phillips.

3.  City Parks access to water/sewer services where access service is not currently availbable:


Mrs. Wenzel was approached about access to water/sewer by the different ball field representatives in town.


Mr. Staroba explained that the ball fields over by the bus garage and the elementary school do not currently have water or sewer lines.  They are all located in low-lying areas and would have to have lift stations installed.  This could be quite expensive.

4.  Lawn Mowing Complaints:


DPW Staroba stated that about a month ago he talked to people about mowing their lawns.  He then had his crew mow the lawns of the people who still had not mowed.  This issue has been addressed.

Put on the Common Council Agenda for the July 13, 2004 meeting as discussion/action the Four Seasons Property not cutting grass.

5.  Department of Public Works Activities:


Mr. Staroba explained about sewer lines being replaced by Brent Johnson for a resident on Flambeau Ave.  While replacing the lateral the replacement extended into the street and part of the City’s lines were replaced.  The City of Phillips has the option of paying for the part that belongs to the City.


Mayor Boho has no problem with the City of Phillips paying but would like a letter sent to Brent Johnson explaining that in the future he needs to check with the Director of Public Works before replacing any pipes in the future.


Mr. Staroba should talk to Legal Counsel about the costs incurred.

Place this issue on the agenda for the next BPW on August 3, 2004 as Action/Discussion item.


Mr. Staroba talked to Cathy Moritz about an easement in the Industrial Park.  Cathy told Mr. Staroba that her parents are not in good health and no discussion at this time.
