BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS

Of the Board of Public Works at a regular meeting held in the council room on August 3, 2004.

Chairman Fahl called the meeting to order at 4:00 PM. Committee members present: Jeffrey Fahl, Linda Johnson and Patti Wenzel.

Others present: Mayor Boho, Terry Staroba, Barb Revak, Carl Ross, Pam Toelle, Frances Foytik, Mike Henningfeld, Dennis Rodewald, Tod Toelle, John Iverson.

Public Comment

Frances Foytik wanted to know who was responsible for putting a roof over the Steam Engine that her family donated to the city.  It was discussed that the City of Phillips would purchase the supplies and the Foytik family would build it, and it was discussed that the Foytik family would purchase the supplies and the City of Phillips would build it.  Deputy Clerk Revak noted that the city received a bill in the amount of $1,780.00 for sand blasting.

3.  Expenses incurred, repair work on sewer lateral and sewer main near Joel    Karnick property.

DPW Staroba:  Brent Johnson ripped out 6” main pipe and replaced it with 4” pipe because the 6” main piping was clogged.  In doing so this now becomes Joel Karnick’s lateral.

Mr. Fahl:  If Mr. Johnson had called the city before replacing the pipe what would the city have done.

DPW Staroba:  The city crew would have jetted the clogged pipe with a fire hose to clean it out.  Mr. Karnick has already paid Mr. Johnson approximately $9,000 for the work he did but was wondering if the city would reimburse part of this.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mrs. Johnson to postpone the decision on reimbursement for cost incurred on sewer lateral and main repair/replacement at the Joel Karnick residence, place it on the agenda for the next BPW meeting and to notify Mr. Karnick on the meeting date and request his presence. DCCT Revak stated that Mrs. Bushman requested outdoor ashtrays be placed downtown so people don’t put their cigarettes out on the sidewalk.

6.  Skateboard Park Maintenance and Improvements.

Carl Ross, JC’s representative, stated they would like to have some fundraisers to help maintain the skateboard park.  The park is in major need of repairs.

Mrs. Toelle has done some checking on this on her own and has applied for a grant from the Ann Marie Foundation, and Mid Wisconsin Bank.  She has also opened up a savings account at the Bank just for the purpose of purchasing new equipment that is made for the outdoors and will last longer.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mrs. Johnson to earmark $5,000 in the recreation fund to be used towards maintaining and upgrading the skateboard park.  Carried

Discussion Items

1.  Marquip Ward United billing for reimbursement of costs incurred.
Mr. Rodewald wanted to know why Marquip Ward United was being billed for services from Mr. West when the city hired him.

It was explained that the testing was done because Marquip Ward United was non-compliant with the Sewer Use Ordinance.

2.  DPW Activities.


Bid from Geier Construction for repair work needed at the city garage increased from last year by $1,022.  We budgeted $17,869 and the new bid was $18,891.  It was also mentioned in the bid that steel prices would be going up August 16, 2004.


Because the project was budgeted Mr. Staroba was instructed to go ahead with it.
