Meeting Minutes

August 30, 2004

Chair Fahl called the meeting to order at 4:06 PM, Council Room, Municipal Center, Phillips.

Committee members present: Jeffrey Fahl and Linda Johnson.

Committee member absent: Patti Wenzel.

Others present: Mayor Boho, C.C.T. Lamoreaux, Michelle Schmitz, Joel Karnick, D.P.W. Staroba and Mike Henningfeld.

Public Comments:

L. Johnson: Brush generated at the George Moquin residence is set out in small piles over a period of time and not on boulevard area. I would like Mr. Staroba to contact Mr. Moquin and let him know that the brush should be piled on the boulevard or driveway and not in the street.

M. Schmitz: I feel that I am not obligated to pay the snow removal bill charged to me this past Winter. This item will be a discussion/action item on the agenda of the B.P.W. meeting held in October 2004.

City Attorney Marshall attended

the meeting at 4:10 PM.

J. Karnick expressed concern over the cost of water lateral and city watermain blockage problems at 191 Flambeau Avenue, property owned by Mr. Karnick. Mr. Brent Johnson, Waterworks, Inc., charged Mr. Karnick $9,873.00 to correct the blockage problem.  I am requesting reimbursement from the Phillips Water-Sewer utility for the portion of the project involving replacement of a segment of utility owned watermain. Mr. Karnick stated that according to Mr. Johnson the Department of Public Works had been informed prior to project action involving the utility owned water main. D.P.W. Staroba stated that he was not informed to check out the situation before a segment of the watermain was replaced by Waterworks, Inc. City Attorney Marshall stated that all lateral line work is the responsibility of the effected property owner.  Utility owned work on watermains is the responsibility of the utility.

Motion by Mrs. Johnson, seconded by Mr. Fahl denying the request of Mr. Karnick for partial reimbursement of expenses incurred in clearing blockages of water lines, laterals and main, based on lack of job clearance contact with the Department of Public Works.   Carried.

City Attorney Marshall informed Mrs. Johnson and Mr. Fahl, that they cannot vote on matters related to MarquipWardUnited due to their employment by this firm. Mrs. Johnson and Mr. Fahl were excused from the meeting for 5 minutes while discussion related to adherence to the city utility sewer use ordinance by MarquipWard United. A revised billing will be sent to MarquipWardUnited reflecting the subtraction of $585.00 reflecting meetings, staff discussion and documents preparation pertaining to waste-water discharge permit.

Consideration of a deed of land currently owned by the City of Phillips over to the Four Seasons Development Group, known as Chapman Park, will be placed on the agenda of the upcoming

meeting of the Common Council.

City Attorney Marshall left

the meeting at 4:50 PM.

Motion by Mrs. Johnson, seconded by Mr. Fahl to split costs of a roof and fencing pertaining to the antique steam engine located in Bostrom Park between the Foytik Family and the City of Phillips. The other option will be the installation of an 8' cyclone fence around the engine at city expense. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Johnson, seconded by Mr. Fahl denying the request of the Counseling & Development Center, Inc., for a handicap parking area near their location of 171 Chestnut Street.  Committee members stated that this type of parking is available currently and close to 171 Chestnut Street. Carried.

The Department of Public Works will caulk air spaces in the fire hall building where heat loss is evident.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mrs. Johnson recommending to the Common Council a contractual agreement between the City of Phillips and J & M Displays, Inc. for fireworks purchases pending contract review by the City Attorney. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Johnson, seconded by Mr. Fahl accepting the minutes of the meeting held on August 3, 2004. Carried.
