BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS

Of the Board of Public Works at a regular meeting held in the council room on October 5, 2004.

Chairman Fahl called the meeting to order at 4:02 PM. Committee members present: Jeffrey Fahl, Linda Johnson and Patti Wenzel.

Others present: Mayor Boho, Terry Staroba, Barb Revak, Frances Foytik, Dennis Rodewald, Paul Heidenreich, Mark Chrouser, Charles Regner.

Public Comment

 Dennis Rodewald attended this meeting in case there were any questions regarding Marquip Ward United’s compliance with the sewer use ordinance.

Discussion and Action Items

1.  Review Minutes of Meeting Held on August 30, 2004:

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mrs. Johnson to accept the minutes of the meeting held on August 30, 2004 with the following amendment: remove “It is a possibility that Mr. Moquin is attempting to gain free chipping services through the first minute or two when no charge is applied” and insert “I would like Mr. Staroba to contact Mr. Moquin and let him know that the brush should be piled on the boulevard or driveway and not in the street. Frances Foytik stated that the City of Phillips should put up a fence around the Steam Engine.


Mayor Boho stated that it was discussed in his office with Foytik heirs that the cost would be shared.  He also stated that he feels that if the City of Phillips would put up a fence around the Steam Engine, it would be restored to the way it was at the previous site.


Mrs. Wenzel stated that the City of Phillips hasn’t breached any contract in regards to the Threshing Machine and when the Steam Engine was donated to the City of Phillips it became the property of the City of Phillips.  If the Foytik’s want the Steam Engine back they would have to reimburse the City of Phillips for costs in moving it from the previous location to Bostrom Park.


This will be postponed until the November BPW meeting.
