Of the Board of Public Works at a regular meeting held in the council room on November 2, 2004.

Chairman Fahl called the meeting to order at 4:00 PM. Committee members present: Jeffrey Fahl, Linda Johnson and Patti Wenzel.

Others present: Mayor Boho, City Attorney Marshall, Terry Staroba, Barb Revak, Bill West, John Martwick, Frances Foytik, Emil Foytik, Joe Fojtik, Charles Regner.

Public Comment
Mrs. Wenzel mentioned an article in the Municipality publication on Parks & Recreation and the effect on communities.  She encouraged members to read it.

Mrs. Johnson asked if anything was going to be done about Four Seasons Development mowing the lawn.  Mr. Staroba stated they were waiting for someone to complain but now it is sort of late in the season.

Mr. Regner asked the board if a decision was made on his request of overnight camping in the Municipal parking lot next year for the Polka Fest sponsored by the Legion Post #122.

Mrs. Wenzel stated that she talked with Mark Janko, DNR and he was supposed to get back to her.

Abandonment of City Street near Ace Hardware. 


City Attorney Marshall stated the city had two options:

The city could keep the property and lease it to the Wamser’s for their sign, in which case the city is in violation of the city sign ordinance and would have to amend the ordinance.

If the city would do nothing the property would eventually go to the adjacent property owners.

If there is no public purpose to abandon or sell the property there could be some legal challenges.

Request/Intention of Heirs of Joseph R. Fojtik to Reclaim and Remove the Case Steam   Engine.

City Attorney Marshall explained that the City of Phillips did not breach the contract with the Fojtik family due to the disappearance of the Threshing Machine.  It was just as much the Fojtik Family responsibility to keep track of the Threshing Machine, as it was the City of Phillips.  From what he can surmise the Threshing Machine disappeared over 10 years ago, which is past the statute of limitations.  The Steam Engine is the property of the City of Phillips unless they want to return it to the Fojtik family.

Mr. Belan attended the

meeting at 4:30 PM

The Fojtik family would like the Steam Engine returned to them because they are thinking about constructing a museum in honor of Joe Fojtik’s dad.  They would like to display it along with the carvings done by Joe Fojtik’s dad.  They are also concerned that the Steam Engine will not be taken care of and might just disappear like the Threshing Machine.

City Attorney Marshall stated that in the agreement with the Fojtik family it states that if the City of Phillips would decide to dispose of or sell the Steam Engine the Fojtik family has first rights and that it will be the City of Phillips responsibility, just as it will be the Fojtik Families responsibility to make sure of this.

Mrs. Wenzel stated that she would like the City of Phillips to keep the Steam Engine because it has become a landmark.  It helps remind people of the history in this area.

Mrs. Johnson and Mr. Fahl agreed with Mrs. Wenzel.  They feel the City of Phillips should keep the Steam Engine.

Discussion on the cost of erecting a roof over and fence around the Steam Engine.  Mr. Staroba, Director of Public Works will get some costs and bring it back to BPW.

Fire Chief Pisca sent a letter requesting the BPW consider increasing the rental charge to the Central Price County Ambulance due to increased space usage and heat loss while doors are left open.

The Board of Public Works decided to hold off on the increase until Mayor Boho has a chance to talk to the Central Price County Ambulance Committee.

Down Town Parking (Ed Belan).

Mr. Belan sees people abusing the compact parking spot close to his place of business.  He is concerned, however, about losing what little parking there is close to his place of business.  He understands the safety concerns on visibility when entering Hwy 13.  He was wondering if instead of removing that parking space all together maybe the City of Phillips could make Balsam Street a one-way going away from Hwy 13.

The County Sheriff’s Department uses this street to enter and exit their parking lot.

Director of Public Works, Mr. Staroba, was concerned that this was handled without going through the Board of Public Works first to discuss the pros and cons.

Mrs. Wenzel asked Chairman Fahl for more discussion on the downtown parking issue before the parking places are eliminated completely.
